	Aims:
Main aim:

To enable ss to improve their speaking skills by having ss talk about going on a holiday. 
Second aim: 
Ss will learn about vocabulary for holiday and expressions of complaint by having ss fill in blanks on a worksheet, by doing a role play and by completing crosswords on a worksheet.
Personal aim: 
I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learners.
I want to deliver more clear demonstration to the students.


	Language skills:

-Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instruction, and classmates’ dialogues and sentences they make in activities.
-Speaking: Ss will make complaints about some unpleasant situations in a hotel. 
-Reading: Ss will read vocabulary worksheets.

-Writing: Ss will write a dialogue about complaints. 


	Language systems:

-Phonology : None to discuss
-Lexis : expressions of complaint and words for holiday
-Grammar : None to discuss
-Function : complaining about dissatisfying situations
-Discourse :typical complaint-and-response


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-vocabulary for holiday
-what is holiday
-teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

-most students have been on holiday
-most students have experience about staying in a hotel


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

· Ss may not be able to fill in the blanks with correct answers on the worksheet.
· While checking the answers by reading a sentence, ask other ss if it is correct sentence or not. If it is not correct, let other ss correct answer.
· Ss may need more time to make a dialogue.
· If it takes more than 5min, cut post activity short by giving ss time 2 minutes to do worksheet.
· If time is short
· Cut post activity short: By cutting answer-checking by giving the answer sheet instead of having ss read them.
· If the lesson finish earlier than I expect 
· I will do SOS activity

Ⅰ. Worksheet (useful holiday words)
(Eliciting a word “holiday”)
Show #1 picture. 

Look at this picture. What can you see in this picture? When do you usually see these?
Show #2 picture. 

What about this photo? What can you see in this picture?

Why do you think they are on the beach?
What do you come into your mind with two pictures?
(Write “Going on holiday” on the white board.)
CCQ

- Is a holiday away from home? - Yes

- Do you work on your holiday? – No

Now, you are going to work individually and you have 3minutes to fill in the blanks on the worksheet.

	Procedure: 
Ⅰ. Role-play (making complaints)
(Eliciting a word “complaint”)

What do we say the word when you express your dissatisfaction or anger with a particular situation?
(When ss can’t elicit the word, give an example)

For example)
You went a department store to buy a jacket but a salesman was very rude and unfriendly. So you express to his manager how you are angry with his attitude.

(Write “complaint” on the board.)
CCQ
-If you are happy and satisfied, do you make a complaint?  No

-If you are angry and unpleasant, do you make a complaint? - Yes
Instruction

Make ss in pairs.

You will work in pairs. Now, you are going to make a dialogue about complaint. One will be a guest in a hotel and the other will be the hotel manager.

Just imagine, you are on a holiday but you are not happy with the hotel you are staying. So you will make complaints to the hotel manager. 
You will choose any 2 things from the list of complaint. Then the guest makes complaints about 2 things which you choose or you can make up other things and the manager has to answer the complaints.

Demonstration
(Attach 2 wall charts on the board to demonstrate.)

Demonstration
(Attach 2 wall charts on the board to demonstrate.)

For example, I chose tiny room and no internet connection from the complaint list. This is the dialogue which I made by using 2 things I chose.
Choose 2 students to help me to read the dialogue.

On the wall chart :
A: I’m staying in room 303. Unfortunately, I’m not satisfied with your hotel service.

B: What seems to be problems?

A: According to your advertisement, it says rooms are spacious but it’s tiny.

B: I’m terribly sorry. That’s the only room available for a single. If you want more spacious room, you can move to a double room but it’ll be charged extra $100 per night.

A: There is one more thing to make a complaint. I’m having problem with internet connection in my room.

B: I do apologize for your inconvenience. Instead of using internet in your room, you can use WI-FI in the lounge.  

There are some expressions for making complaints and apology on the wall chart. You can make your dialogue with these expressions.
I will give you 5 minutes to make a dialogue.

Ⅰ. Travel’s crosswords
(Eliciting a word “crossword”)
What do we call the game which you work out the answers and write them in the squares?

Introduction

(Create group: divide ss into two groups by saying /cross/ /words/.) 

All the “cross” are on this side and all the “words” are on the other side. Bring your pen or pencil and move. You are going to work in groups. You have 2 minutes to complete the crosswords.
ICQ

-What are you going to do?

-How many minutes do you have?
-Are you going to work individually?

Explicit ICQ

Please, Do not start until I say go.

-  Are you going to start when I give it to you? -No

-  Are you going to start when I say go? -Yes
(Give a worksheet to the students)

(Write number on the board while ss are doing the worksheet and leave a marker on students’ desk.)
Give time warning: 1 more minute, 30 seconds left, 10 seconds left, Time’s up.
The person who has a marker in your group come to the front and write your answer on the board.
Check answer: Let ss read the sentences.
S1, Can you read no.1 sentence?
Ⅱ. Error correction
I couldn’t find any mistake. Can you unscramble the word “yhoadil”? – “holiday”
Great job, guys. I hope you enjoy today’s lesson. If you have no questions, I will finish my micro teaching and I followed by Ben.
