Main aim:
To enable to ss to improve their grammar skills by having ss practice about gerunds and infinitives.

Second aim:

Ss will learn about gerunds and infinitives by having ss speak sentences, by making a story and by doing a worksheet.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- If it takes more than 5min, cut post activity short by giving ss time 2 minutes to do a worksheet.

- Cut post activity short: By cutting answer-checking by giving the answer sheet instead of having ss read them.

	Procedure:
 Ⅰ. Gerund & Infinitive - Explanation

(Show pictures to the students.)

Show #1 picture.

Look at this picture. What is he doing in this picture? 
Show #2 picture.

What about this picture?  What can you see in this picture?

Why do you think they are cutting the cigarette? (Or what do you come into your mind with two pictures?)
-How can we say in different way?
(Write “They decide to quit smoking.” on the board.) 
Eliciting

- What do we say this form of words “smoking” in grammar?

- What do we say this form of words “to quit” in grammar?
(What’s the opposite word of out?)
CCQ

-Do infinitives end in “~ing”?

-Do gerunds end in “~ing”?

- Is the form of infinities “to+verb”?
(attach an wall chart on the board)
Explanation

Look at this chart. 

Gerunds are formed with “~ing”.

For example, I like reading books.
In this context, “reading” is a gerund.

Ex) talking, walking, thinking

Infinitives are formed with “to +verb”.

For example, I want to swim.

In this context, “to swim” is an infinitive.

Ex) to buy, to run, to watch

As you can see, there are some verbs followed by gerunds or infinitives.
-Can you read the verbs?

These verbs are followed by gerunds.

-Can you read the verbs?

These verbs are followed by infinitives.

Ⅱ. Complete a sentence.
Instruction

You are going to work individually. 

I will give you a piece of paper. There is a verb in brackets in a sentence. You need to change the word into the correct form and complete a full sentence. Then tell the reason why. Starting with because.
Demonstration
For example) I have “something you tend (eat) too much of”.  So I can say “something I tend to eat too much of is chestnut.  Because whenever I eat chestnut, I can’t help myself. So once I start eating, I have to finish all of it.
I will give you 1 minute to think about the correct form of the word and the reason.
