	Aims:

Main aim:
To enable to ss to improve their reading skills by having ss read about making money.
Second aim:

Ss will learn about money by having ss work on money idioms, by reading an article about making money and by making a wish list.
Personal aim:
I want to adjust my speaking pace and deliver more clear demonstrations.



	Language Skills:
           - Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking skill by answering the questions and by presenting their wish list.
- Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instruction and explanation, and classmates’ idea and presentation.
- Reading: Ss will practice their reading skill by reading the article about making money and by reading money idioms.
- Writing: Ss will practice their writing skill by making sentences for a wish list.



	Language Systems:
- Phonology: None to discuss.
- Lexis: vocabulary and idioms about money.
- Grammar: None to discuss.
- Function: None to discuss.
- Discourse: asking-answering, information about general knowledge of fake money. 


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

           - the meaning of idioms for money
           - the meaning of vocabulary in the text
           - teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems
Solutions

- Ss may need more time to work on completing idioms.
- If it takes more than 3min, cut post activity short by giving ss time 1minute to make a list.
- If time is short 
- Cut post activity short: By finishing the post activity with the students’ presentation their wish list instead of voting. 
- If the lesson finish earlier than I expect
- I will do SOS activity

Example)

 b. influencing the score in some games
 c. playing golf in their free time
You need to choose correct answer from the examples to make correct context.

The meaning of under the table is something done secretly. So I will choose b to make sense.

(Show #3 picture)

Look at the picture. What is he doing?

(Write “Making money” on the board.)

Instruction

I will give you an article. You have 5 minutes to read it.

Explicit ICQ’s

Please, do not start until I say go.

          (Distribute the article.)

Let’s begin.

Monitor discreetly. 

Give time warning: 1more minutes, 30 seconds, 10 seconds…. Time’s up.

Ⅱ. Money game
Divide the students into two groups.

/making//money/
All the making come to this side and all the money come to the other side.

Instruction
You are going to work in groups.

As you can see, each square has different value of money. One person comes to the front and chooses anything in the square then ask the question in the square to his/her team. The team member has to answer the question in 10seconds. If the answer is correct, the team will get the amount of money in the square and ask another question. If the answer is wrong or the time is over, the other team will have the chance to answer.

(Attach two wall chart for post activity on the board.)
Demonstration

For example, I will choose A1.

The value of question is $100. The question is 

This game will continue for 3minutes.

ICQ

Explicit ICQ’s

- How much time do you have to answer the question?
-Can the other team answer the question when the answer is wrong?
