	Procedure:

“Good Morning Class. How are you today?” 
(Students answer)
“Wow! You sure have a lot of energy today! You must’ve had a good breakfast.”

“Did you have breakfast at home or a fast food today? In either case, what did you have?” 
(Let Students talk about where and what they had for breakfast) 
“What do you think is the best breakfast food for energy?” 
(Elicit from Students and write their answers on the board; discuss and show “on hand” food picture – if mentioned) 
“Breakfast is indeed a very important meal. A good breakfast fuels you up and gets you ready for the day.” 
Do you agree?
“Ok, so today I have a listening text for you, and it is about breakfast. There are two people in the conversation and they are talking about breakfast choices.”

“But first, we will learn some specific words and idioms the speakers used.”

	Procedure:

I. VOCABULARY

(Show the first Vocabulary picture to the class – picture of a Cupboard)

“Look at this picture, Can you tell and describe what you see on this picture? 
(Call a Student and ask the Student to interpret the picture)
(Student answers. Draw out information from Students)

(Write details on the Board)
“Cupboard” (Analyze the word, and Show to the class the correct pronunciation, and ask them to repeat)
“Repeat after me, ‘Cupboard’…”

(CCQ to check understanding of the Students) 
CCQ

“Do we keep dishes in a Cupboard?” (Students Answer)
“Where can we find a Cupboard?” (Students Answer)
(Go through the Vocabulary pictures one by one. Observing the same process as the first word: Elicit. Write details on the board, Analyze the word - Explain the meaning if necessary, and Concept Check Students’ understanding)

“Now we are going to do a Sentence and Vocabulary Matching Activity”

Instructions

“You will be working with a partner.” 
“Match the word to the correct sentence, by writing the letter of the correct answer in the blank provided. You have 2 minutes for this Activity.”
(Distribute Worksheets)

Demonstration

“Look at #1… “He called her up to…” Find the word that matches the sentence.” 
(Students answer)

“Right, the answer is letter b “chat”. 
“So write the letter b on the blank provided in sentence #1”.

CCQ

“Are you working alone?” (Students Answer)
“What are you supposed to do?” (Students Answer)
“How much time do you have?” (Students Answer)
(Monitor Discreetly. Answer students if they have questions.

Give time warning: “You have 1 minute left”)
“Now, let’s check the answers together” 
“What’s the answer for sentence #2?

(Read the given sentence, and let the Students answer orally. Check all the answers)

II. PREDICTION
Instructions

(Show Blown-up picture to the class) 
“Look at this picture. Can you tell and describe what you see in the picture…” 
(Students answer) 
“What do you think are they doing?” (Elicit and Make up predictions together with the students)

“Now, Let’s listen to the text. Check your predictions as you listen to the Speakers.”

	Procedure:

I. Listening for the Main Idea

Instructions

(Ask the Students to listen to the conversation) 
“Put your pens down, and just listen.”

“I want you to listen carefully on the conversation.”

CCQ

“Can you take down notes?” (Students Answer)
“What are you supposed to do?” (Students Answer)
(Play track)
**(Play track one more time if Students want to listen again)
“Who are the two people in the conversation?”

“Where are they having the conversation?
(Show the Blown-up picture to the class again and compare their thoughts from the prediction, and give feedbacks)
II. Listening for Details

Instructions

“Now, let’s listen to the conversation again. But before that I want you to have a look at the questions written on the Worksheet for 30 seconds.”
(Distribute Worksheet)
“In this Activity, You will be working individually. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen.”

CCQ

“Are you working alone?” (Students Answer)
“What are you supposed to do?” (Students Answer)
(Play track) 
(Let students write down answers as they listen)
“Do you need to listen again?” 
**(Play track one more time if Students want to listen again)

**(If Students find difficulties picking up on correct details from the conversation, Chunk the listening – pause-play-pause-play)
(After they have finished answering the worksheet, Check the answers as a whole class) 
“Now, let’s check the answers together.” 
“What is the answer for question #1?”  

(Call on a Student to answer)

“Do you agree with his/her answer?”

(Check the answer: Let students listen again – playback Audio file to relevant parts for confirmation)
(Ask another student to answer the next question. Do the same for question #s 2-5. If there are any wrong answers, correct them with the Students)

	Procedure:

I. Free Production

ROLE-PLAY

Instructions
“You will do a short Role-play Activity about ordering food from a restaurant or fast food. You will work in ‘groups.” 
(Divide the class into 3. So, there will be 4 Students in each group)

“In your group, One Student will play the role of a waiter, and the other 3 will act as Customers.”

Create a short script. The scenario may be based on your experience or observations. “You should act out freely.”
(Give time to prepare) “You have 3 minutes to prepare.”

CCQ

“Are you working in groups?” (Students Answer)
“How much time do you need to prepare for this Activity?” (Students Answer)
(Monitor Actively, Take notes and Listen for difficulties. Answer students if they have questions)
Give time warning: “1 minute left”)
**(If the Groups need more time to prepare, Give 1 minute extension)

“Ok, Are you all ready?”  Students answer)
(Call some groups to act out their conversations in front of the Class)

**(Just take 1 group to volunteer if running out of time)

II. Conclude Lesson

Check Grammar, or any problems from the last Activity (Role-play), and discuss it with the class. Give Feedbacks.

“Did you have fun today?” “What did you learn?” 
Give a short Review about the Lesson.

“Good job everyone! I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson. See you tomorrow!”




Script:

“Breakfast Recipes and a Small Surprise”

Daughter: Dad, Dad. What's for breakfast?

Dad: [Dad mumbles something] Daughter: Dad? [What?]

Daughter: What's for breakfast?

Dad: On a Saturday morning?

Daughter: Yeah. He's taking me fishing.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Technical Problem


		* Should arrive at classroom early to prepare and set up computer





Listening text may be difficult to understand for the students. Students may not be familiar with the speakers’ accent, intonations, and pronunciations


*Follow the task-feedback circle: Play the audio file again until they get the gist of the content





Students may find difficulties picking up on correct details from the passage


*Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)





The time management can fail because of its shortness


*Cut Role-play post-activity short and just take 2-3 (pairs) volunteers to act out their conversation in front of the class
