	Procedure:
1. Greetings.

T: Hello, everyone. How are you? 
S: Pretty good, thank you.  How about you?

T: I’m fine.

Look at my shoes.  These are very old.
 I want to buy new shoes.  What do you want to buy?

S: Boots.

(Elicit some items that the students want to buy and write them on the board)  
T: Ok, so today, we will listen to the dialogue between the seller and the customer at the shop.

   But first, we will learn some new words the speakers use.

	Procedure: :
Let’s learn the new words. 
Instruction

Work individually. Let’s read the new words and write down on the work sheet.  You have 5 minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

This worksheet was printed both sides of the paper.
One side is for practicing writing new words.

The other side is for reading and matching the words and the pictures.

Here is an example.

Look at the picture.  Read the words and circle their pictures.
If you can read the word, socks, please circle socks and find the picture.  They are next to the sneakers on the showcase.

CCQ 
Is  “expensive” in Korean?  -- No, it isn’t. It’s cheap.

Are  the word “sneakers” in Korean 운동화? –Yes, they are.
Monitor discreetly. Answer student if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 10 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give some more minute if they need it. 

Check answers: let students write the correct words (not the letters)

on the board.
· Go through the words one by one

· Explicit the meaning from students.

1. Look and Think

T: Open your books and look at the picture.

   Where is Children?

S: At the shop.

T: What do you think they're doing?

S: They are going to buy things.

2. Listen and Comprehend

T: Let's listen to the dialogs.

 (After listening to the first dialog)
CCQ 

  What is Lily looking for?

S: She's looking for socks.

T: What color does she want?

S: She wants pink.

T: Right.  

 (After listening to the second dialog)

T: What did Minu say to the clerk to buy jeans?

S: I'm looking for jeans.

T: What size does he want?

S: He wants size 8.

T: That's right.

3. Listen Again. 
T: Now, let's listen to the dialogs again. I'll give you a worksheet   for dictation.  While you listen to the dialog, fill in the blanks with the suitable words in the box.

1. Listen & Circle 

T: Let's listen to the first dialog. (after listening)

 CCQ 

What did the man say?

S: May I help you?

T: What is the girl looking for?

S: She's looking for sunglasses.

T: Correct..  Circle the sunglasses.

T: Let's listen to the second dialog. (after listening) 
What is the boy looking for?

S: He's looking for sneakers.

T: Correct. Circle the seneakers.

T: Let's listen to the third dialog. (after listening)
What is the  girl looking for?

S: She's looking for boots.

T:What color does she want?

S: She wants purple.

T: Correct.  Circle the boots.

2. Listen Again and Repeat

T: Listen and repeat each dialog.

  Group A, play the clerks' part and Group B, play the customers'  part.  Repeat the lines for your roles.  Then switch roled.

Listen & Play                                                                 10 min

1. Get Ready

 T: Look at the picture cards. What items do you see?

What color are the items? I'll do a role-play with  doll. Listen Carefully.  May I help you?  Yes, please.  I'm looking for sunglasses.  What color do you want? Brown, please.
 Listen and repeat after me. Also, point to the picture in your  books. I'm looking for white sneakers.

S: I'm looking for white sneakers.

2. Play 
a. Prepare your picture cards.

b. Spread the picture cards on your desks.

c. You'll be the clerk and I'll be the customer. Ask me, "May I help you?" and I'll tell  you  what  I'm looking for.

 Then ask me, "What color do you want?" and I'll tell you the color.

e. Hold up the card with the correct picture.  If you hold up the card faster than you partner, you get a point.

f. The student who gets five points first wins.

Aims:


To learn vocabulary and expressions for selling and buying items at  the   shop by completing the words  matching worksheet 


To understand the expressions between the seller and the customer.


To practice speaking by playing with group members 





Language Skills:


Reading:  Word worksheet 


Listening: between the seller and the customer’s short conversation and what kind of items they are looking for


Speaking: prediction, comparing answers within groups


Writing: details(dictation), creating speaker’s profile





Language Systems:


Lexis: Words and idioms used in describing various situations at the shop.


Function: The situation of seller and customer at the shop.





Assumptions:


 


 Students already know about:


How the class is set up and run(there will be 2 students at each table)


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


All students are elementary students(Age around 11)


Most students have never been to go abroad, and their objective is to learn the expressions for buying the items at the shop.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow passage easily


-> Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content


      -     Student may not be able to pick up details from the listening


-> Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


      -     Students may need more time to work on the idioms


            -> If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers 


      -     If time is short


            -> Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 3-4 students to share their opinions what’s 


the most important thing in “ I’m looking for jeans.’
