 -to be able to pick up details from the fast-paced real-life talking by repetition of listening track
 -to practice speaking with group members



	Language Skills:

  -Reading: script
 -listening: conversation with man and woman
 -speaking: prediction the situation, changing situation with groups.
 -writing: dictation


	Language Systems:

 -phonology: comparing similar sound words

- Lexis: idioms used in describing about the party, and various situations
 -Function: share groups ideas and role-play


	Assumptions:

Students already know
 -how the class is set up and run(there will be 4 students at each table)
 -the teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course
 -some students don’t understand  about idioms
 -students ages variety



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

 -students may not be able to follow passage easily
(follow the task- feedback circle: real- life speech will be not easy to understand for beginers. So let them listen again until they get the content)
 -students may not understand the describing
(drawing pictures on the board and explain them, elicit extra questions)
Students need more time to dictate on the worksheet
(give it as a homework)
Students take short time to conversation than I expected
(hand out extra idioms worksheet and make new situation to talk)
