Hello everyone, did you have a good weekend? I went to shopping on Saturday and spent over my limit. I think everyone has similar experiences.  So, today I want to talk about how we spend our allowance.  What is the most effective way to spend your money? 
(Elicit the important qualities & write them on the board)
Okay, so today, we will listen to a conversation between a daughter and her father discussing about the allowance and ways to spend the money.  But first, we will learn some related vocabulary to enhance our understanding.

	Procedure:
1.Vocabulary

Instruction
Work in a group. You are given four words related to money. Fill in the blank by using these four words that match the meaning and that make sense. You have 4 minutes to work on.

(distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

Like the example question above questions #1, find the words in the box that make sense or match the meaning of sentence and fill in the blank. 
CCQ
Are you working by yourself?

How much time do you have?

Where do you find words for the blanks?

Monitor discreetly. Keep walking around to see if any student has questions. Give time warning : 1 min left
Give more time if they need (Max. 1 min)

Check answers: each student exchanges their answers and explains why.

-Go through the questions one by one

-elicit the meaning from students

-explain the meaning if necessary

 2. Prediction
Instructions

Look at this photograph. What do you think about their mood? What kind of problem do you think they are having? What do you think about their personality is like?

Distribute the picture.

Elicit vocabulary used to describe one’s character/ personality.

Elicit vocabulary describes their mood by looking at their face expression.

Check your predictions as you listen to the speaker.

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the main issue
Instructions

Close your books and put your pens away. Focus and listen to the conversation Think about the first impression of the tone of the speakers. Then think about their mood and situation. Once you get the idea, please think about their personality and characteristic.

CCQ 

Do you need pen or books?

What should you mainly focus?

(Play tracks without stopping)

Would you like to play to the track one more time, right away?

If yes, have them listen one more time

If no, have them discus about the track

What do you think about the father?

What do you think about the daughter?

Show students the picture again
Was the mood and situation same as you predicted?

Compare with their thoughts from the prediction.
Tell the differences

2. Listening for details

Instructions
This time, try to answer some of the multiple choice questions while listening to the conversation again. Work individually please. 

CCQ

Are you working together?
What are you supposed to do?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play the track.

Let students figure out the answers as they listen.

Would you like to listen again?

Now discuss the answer with your group members .
Some of you have different answers, but please try to come up with one answer. When come to an agreement, choose one representative up, tell the class the answers.

(sign each groups a question number)

Check the answers are whole class while representatives present their answer.

Listen to the track one last time.
(Distribute the script of the conversation for students who need it.)

Feedback
Good job. Now we will work on little more fun stuff.

1. Free Production
Instructions

What is effective way to spend money? Savings? Entertainment?  How do you spend your allowance? If you have 100 dollars for a week, how would spend that money? Now, in pairs, we will play a short role play. You will each get 100 dollars, explain and plan how you will spend that money to your partner. One will be parent and other will be children, once you finish, you can switch the role. You have 5 minutes.

(distribute fake 100 dollars)

CCQ

How many people are working together?

How much time do you have?

Monitor actively and observe each student’s plans
Share student’s plans and opinions.

Take volunteers if running out of time.

2. Conclude lesson
Elicit today’s vocabulary for students

Give homework

Write a short paragraph about how you would spend your limited allowance by using two vocabularies we learned today.

You did an awesome job today. I really enjoyed sharing your thoughts and appreciate your efforts in participating. See you all in next class.

Materials:

-Fill in the blank worksheets (9 Copies each)


-Multiple Choice worksheets for detail questions (9 copies each)


-Fake money for role play (9 copies)


-Board & Marker    -Picture of the two speakers (9)  -Listening Script (9)








Aims:


-To develop listening skill by listening to casual conversation about money.


-To learn about the vocabulary related to money by doing a fill in the black worksheet, listening to teacher’s explanation, and answering the concept check questions.


-To pick up the details in the listening by answering the multiple choice questions


- To share thoughts through interaction (Using the role play)





Language Skills:


Reading: Fill in the blank worksheet, guiding question, comprehension multiple choice questions, and the text (if needed)


Speaking: naturally use money related vocabulary and interact by role playing


Writing: fill in the blank worksheet to spell out the actual words


Listening: the teacher’s explanation and conversation from the track


 





Language Systems:


Lexis: (Allowance, money jar, savings, Owe)


Phonology: practice new vocabulary





Assumptions:





Students can speak and write in basic English


Students know the teacher’s style of teaching


Students are familiar with American dollars


All students have different ways of spending money








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may struggle following the passage 


Let them listen to the track more than 3 times until they understand the content


Students may have different pace in getting information from listening


Distribute the listening script once the all activity is over for students who want it


Some student will have difficulty answering the worksheet


When they finish answering the multiple questions by themselves, they will work in group and whole class to go over it together


If the time is short


Reduce the time of role play section and make it as homework to think about 


If they finish their activity too early


Each students will present their plans to spend 100 dollars in the role play to whole class
