	Aims:

- Main aim: To enable students to improve their grammar skills by having talk about the plural nouns 
- Secondary aim: Students will talk about the plural nouns through wall chart, picture cards, circle and write worksheets, and word card game
- Personal aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of learner


	Language Skills:

- Listening : Students will listen to the teacher’s instruction and classmates’ opinion
- Speaking : Students are going to talk about the plural nouns and present own opinion

- Reading : Students will read a wall chart and worksheets
- Writing : Students will write the plurals on the worksheet and on the board 


	Language Systems:
- Phonology : Listen to the teacher’s instruction
- Function : Talking with pairs, Giving and receiving opinions

	Assumptions:

Students already know
 - The definition of baby, bear, bench, dress, foot, knife, leaf, mouse, puppy, tiger, and so on
-  The numbers
-  The singular nouns


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

- Students may have problem pronunciation with new vocabulary

→ Clearly read the vocabulary and make them to read several times.

- Students may not know the meaning of vocabulary

→ Encourage Students to guess from context.

- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

→ Chunk the listening

- If Students finish their tasks earlier than expected

→ Do a SOS activity
- If time is short
→ Reduce the time of group working

What do we call words that refer to having more than one? We call plural nouns.

CCQs : 

Is “many apples” singular nouns?

Is “many apples” plural nouns?
Instruction : 
To talk about more than one person, place, thing, or animal, we use a plural noun. There are different rules for making nouns plural. First, add –s to the end of most nouns.
Second, add –es to the end of some nouns which end in –s,-ss, -x, -ch, -sh, and –o.

Third, change the –y to –i and add –es when some nouns end in a consonant + y.

Forth, change the –f or –fe to –v and add –es when some nouns end in –f or –fe.

Fifth, some nouns are irregular, so there are no specific rules for the plurals of these words. Sometimes, the form of the word changes. Other times, the word stays the same.

I will give you a worksheet to circle the correct plural words of each one. I want you to do for 2 minutes.

Demonstration : 

Look at the worksheet. There are singular nouns on the diamonds.
You can circle correct plural words referring the wall chart.
