	Procedure:

I. VOCABULARY
PRE-TEACHING VOCABULARY and
TECHNOLOGY SURVEY
*Technology
‘When I say the word ‘Technology’, what kinds of things can you think of?”
(Students answer)

(Elicit a number of responses. Show a picture to the class, and ask, “Are any of these items technology?”
(Student answers. Draw out information from Students)
“All of these are ‘Technology’.”

“Technology is essentially anything that is made by humans from scientific knowledge.  Natural things are not technology, but are often use to help humans build technology.”
(Write details on the Board. Analyze the word, and Show to the class the correct pronunciation, and ask them to repeat)

“Repeat after me, ‘Technology’…”

(CCQ to check understanding of the Students) 
CCQ

“Is a Computer an example of Technology?” (Students Answer)
“Is flower a Technology?” (Students Answer)
(Show another picture, Go through the Vocabularies one by one – *Gadget, Digital, Revolutionize, Literacy. Observing the same process as the first word: Elicit. Write details on the board, Analyze the word - Explain the meaning if necessary, and Concept Check Students’ understanding)

“Now we are going to do a Technology Survey”

Instructions

“You will be working individually.” 
“Read each statement silently. Considering what you believe, put a tick [in the box] for agree, and cross for disagree.” 
“You have 2 minutes for this Activity.”
(Distribute Worksheets)

Demonstration

“Look at statement #1. Let’s read together…”

“It’s important for adults to find out where their children are going online and who they are talking.”  …
“What do you think about this statement, Do you agree, or Disagree?” (Students answer)

(Put a tick on the worksheet for agree, and cross for disagree)
“Why do you agree/disagree?” (Discuss and give feedbacks)
CCQ

“Are you working alone?” (Students Answer)
“What are you supposed to do?” (Students Answer)
“How much time do you have?” (Students Answer)
(Monitor Discreetly. Answer students if they have questions.

Give time warning: “You have 1 minute left”)
“Now, let’s discuss your answers together” 

Let’s read statement #2… “Revolutionized technology makes life better for everyone.” 
“What do you think about this statement, Do you agree, or Disagree?” (Students answer)
(Discuss and give feedbacks)
(Go through the Survey one by one – Observing the same process as Statement #1.)

(Discuss and Give Feedbacks)
II. PREDICTION
Instructions

(Show Blown-up picture to the class) 
“Look at this picture. Tell and describe what you see in the picture…” 

(Students answer) 

 (Elicit and Make up predictions together with the students)

“Let’s read a short article, and check your predictions later.”
“But before that, I want you to take note of this Guiding Question…”

	Procedure:

I. Reading for the Main Idea
(Write the Guiding Question on the board)
Guiding Question:

“What is the South Korean Government’s plan about the Textbooks in school classrooms?”

“Let’s read the question together…”

Instructions

“Now I want you to think about the answer to this question as you read the printed text. I will give you 3 minutes to read.”

“Read individually and silently.”

CCQ

“What are you supposed to do?” (Students Answer)
“How much time do you have?” (Students Answer)
(Distribute the reading sheet, and run the task)

“You may begin”

“Do you need more time to read?” (Students answer)
**(Allow 30 seconds to re-read if they need more time)
“What do you think about the question?” 
(Have the Students answer, give feedbacks)

II. Reading for Details
TRUE/FALSE QUESTIONS
Instructions

“Now, let’s read the text again.”
“This time, you will be answering some True/False detail questions about the article.”

(Distribute Worksheet)

“In this Activity, You will be working in pairs. You may answer the questions on the worksheet as you read.”
“Indicate your answer in the box by writing T for “true” and F for “false”.
‘”You have 3 minutes to work on this Activity.
CCQ

“Are you working alone?” (Students Answer)
“What are you supposed to do?” (Students Answer)
(Let students read, and answer the worksheet as they read)
(Give time warning: “1 minute left”)
“Do you need more time to read and answer the questions?” (Students answer)

**(Allow 1 minute to re-read and answer if they need more time)
(After they have finished answering the worksheet, Check the answers as a whole class) 
“Now, let’s check the answers together.” 
“What is the answer for question #1?” 
“South Korean plans to spend over $2 billion…” 

(Call on a Student to answer)
“Do you agree with his/her answer?”

(Check the answer: Let students read the relevant parts for confirmation)

(Ask another student to answer the next question. Do the same for question #s 2-5. If there are any wrong answers, correct them with the Students)

	Procedure:

I. Free Production

DEBATE (Textbooks vs. Tablets)
Instructions
“We will do a Pro/Con Discussion Activity. You will work in 2 separate groups.” 
(Divide the class into groups: Pro Group and Con Group) 
“The Pro Group should discuss why replacing textbooks to tablets would be a good thing, while Con Group should discuss why replacing textbooks to tablets would be a bad thing.”

(Give time to prepare) “You have 3 minutes to share and write up your arguments”
Demonstration
PRO: Print textbooks are heavy and cause injuries, while a tablet only weighs 1-2 pounds.
CON: Handheld technological devices including tablets are associated with a range of health problems.
CCQ

“Are you working in groups?” (Students Answer)
“How much time do you need for this Activity?” (Students Answer)
(Monitor Actively, Take notes and Listen for difficulties. Answer students if they have questions)
(Give time warning: “1 minute left”)
**(If the Groups need more time to prepare, Give 1 minute extension)

“Ok, Are you all ready?”  (Students answer)

(Call 2 volunteer from each group to share their discussions in front of the Class)

**(Cut the argument short if running out of time: hear only two points of view from both opposing and defending sides. and draw a conclusion)

II. Conclude Lesson

Check Grammar, or any problems from the last Activity (Pro/Con Discussion Activity), and discuss it with the class. Give Feedbacks.

“Did you have fun today?” “What did you learn?” 
Give a short Review about the Lesson.

“Good job everyone! I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson. See you tomorrow!”




Assumptions:


A general familiarity with reading task procedures derived from previous in-class practice


Teacher’s teaching style


How the class is set up and run


How to work individually, in pairs, or in groups


Most students are familiar with the concept and use of information technology


Students can name specific brands, or ingenious names of high-tech gadgets








Language Systems:


Lexis: New vocabulary items: specific words, compound words


Phonology: Pronunciation of individual words, word stress











Language Skills:


Reading: Reading the Printed text, Reading the Activity Worksheets


Listening: Listening to Teacher’s discussions and Classmates’ ideas


Speaking: Prediction, Comparing answers within groups, Sharing ideas in a group


Writing: Writing details / Taking notes of group discussion, Answering the Activity Worksheets











Aims:


To practice aspects of Phonology with Pronunciation of words and Word Stress


To further develop skills in reading comprehension by prediction / skimming and scanning / inferring, etc.


To improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group


To provide free pre-writing drill: identifying and listing down own and others’ opinion through Pro and Con Activity.

Reading Lesson Plan








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Reading text may be difficult to understand for the students. 


		* Help students build their background knowledge to increase reading skill


Students may not be familiar with some words used in the text.


		* Pre-teach specific vocabularies. It would be helpful to explain word definitions 		in advance





Students may find difficulties picking up on correct details from the reading text


* Allow the students to re-read again and again





The time management can fail because of its shortness


*Cut Post-Activity (Pro/Con Discussion Activity) short by just hearing only two points of view from both opposing and defending sides.
