	Procedure:

How well do you know your friends?
Let’s get a time to know our friends.

Ask your partner some questions and write their answers on the lines simply. 

For example,

Q - “Do you know the color of your friends’ eyes?
A – “Yes, My friend has  blue eyes.”
I will give you 3minutes to complete it

Do you do alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet and monitor discreetly)

Let’s check the answers together
Does your partner often call her friends by phone?

How many friends does your partner have?

(Let students talk about their partner’s answers)

It seems that we less (or more) know our friends than we expected.

Vocabulary

Before we read the text, let’s learn some new vocabularies.
 Philosopher
Eliciting

Do you know someone who offers views about truth?
(Write the word on the board. ‘Philosopher’)
He is a thinker. Also He is cool in an emergency.

Do you think philosopher’s words are always right?

Put one’s finger on
(Write the words  on the board)
Let us suppose I meet my friend, She looks  little bit different now from  way she did. And  I can’t  even find the differences precisely. So I can say like this.
“You look different today, but I can't quite put my finger on what it is

(Write the words on the board)
Eliciting

How can we call the earliest known times?

We can tell like this ’dawn of history’.

It means the beginning of civilization.

1. Skimming for the Main idea

(Write the guiding question on the board)

‘How many characteristics of friendship can you find in the passage?’
Instruction
Skim the text. Think about this question when you read.

Do you have to write?

How much time do you  have?

T: 1 minute left
Now. Discuss the question on the board with your partner

“Did you find some characteristics of friendship in the passage? ”
(T checks the SS’ answer)

2. Scanning for Details
Instruction
Read the worksheet. This time, scan the text and find the answers to the questions. After writing your answers on the line, share your ideas with your partner.

You have 5 minutes. 

CCQ

Do you work alone?

Will you have to share your  ideas with you partner?

(Distribute the work sheet)

(Monitor discreetly)

Ask some questions to students

If there are some wrong answers, correct them with Ss

Aims:


-To develop intensive reading skill by answering a guiding question to find the main idea and answering comprehension questions to understand the details.


-To learn about the friendship by reading the text, answering questions and debating in groups.

















Language Skills:


Reading : Students will reading the text of friendship.


Speaking : Ss will be comparing and talking to each other about their opinion.


Writing : Ss will write their answers.


Listening : Ss will listen to teacher’s explanation about new vocabulary and partner discussion.








Language Systems:


Lexis: philosopher, put one’s finger on , dawn of history


Phonology :  Practicing new vocabulary


Discourse: debate in groups














Assumptions:








Students already know:


-   what is friendship


-   the teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course


-   can speak and write in English but not very accurately.























Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may have different pace in reading the text.


 : Teacher reads some difficult sentences and explains the words that Ss do not understand.





If Ss need more time to finish their activity


 : Be flexible with the time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.





If Ss finish their activity early


 : let Ss talk with their partner.
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
