<Presentation>
Before reading this text, let’s learn some vocabulary related to the text. (Write them on the board.  eq \o\ac(○,1)Hyper-texting  eq \o\ac(○,2)risky-behavior.) Look at this picture. What can you see in this picture? Yes, a lot of messages. They’re sending and getting messages continuously.  Exchanging   messages means texting. Do you know What hyper means? Hyper is over, excessive. Then hyper-texting means messaging too much excessively..What’s the antonym of hyper? It’s hypo. Hypo is under, below. You see? Hyperthyroid vs hypothyroid. (Write them on the board) Thyroid means 갑상선in Korean. Do you know what those means? I’m suffering from hypothyroid. ^^ Look at this another picture. What’s this picture about? Right. It’s about smoking and drinking. Those are good behavior? (No) Bad, dangerous behavior for health. It is so risky. Smoking & drinking is risky behavior.

Heavy Texting- a New Social Problem
Teenagers who send more than 120 text messages a day are more likely to have sex, drink, use drugs, and get into fights, a new study has found. The research from the Case Western Reserve University in Cleveland, Ohio, found there was a strong link between “hyper-texting” and “risky behavior”. Lead researcher Dr Scott Frank said one of the causes of excessive messaging could be poor parenting: “If parents are monitoring their kids' texting and social networking, they're probably monitoring other activities as well,” he said. Dr Frank’s research was based on questionnaires taken by 4,200 students at 20 high schools in the U.S. state of Ohio. Frank's study is the first to look at the link between texting and social problems.

The report reveals some interesting statistics. It found that one in five students was a hyper-texter and about one in nine was a hyper-networker (someone who spends three or more hours a day on social networking websites). Both these activities seemed more common among girls, minorities, children whose parents are not so well educated, and kids from single-parent homes. The findings that should worry parents are the things hyper-texting kids do. The study found hyper-texters have more sex than “normal” texters, have been in fights, binge drink, and take drugs. One teenager, Jason McCoy, 19, said the statistics made sense: “Kids who text a lot are arranging dates and parties with their friends. Dates and parties mean drinking and meeting people. Of course kids will do things,” he said.

Aims:


Students will learn key vocabulary  by eliciting and pre-teaching.


Students will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text.


Students will improve scanning skill by answering true & false questions.


Students will improve speaking & listening ability by sharing ideas in groups.








Language Skills:


Reading- reading text & worksheets.


Writing- answering worksheet /composition.


Speaking- sharing ideas in a group.


Listening- listening to teacher’s presentation, instruction, demonstration and others’ opinions.





Language Systems: Lexis- learning new vocabulary in the reading text(parenting, monitoring, excessive, minorities, binge…)


Function- writing a letter (Giving advices)


Discourse- group discussion














Assumptions:


Students are familiar with texting on the phone.
