	Materials:
- Worksheet for the comparative(2 copies)
- Blown-up pictures of a short pencil & a longer pencil, and people who are comparing their height
- 4 pieces of short paper & 4 pieces of longer paper
- Papers which have 6 words(includes adjectives or adverbs) and 2 pictures each(4 copies)
- 8 Blown-up pictures for making a story
- A wall chart which tells grammar of the comparative
- Blank papers (8 copies)
- Color pencils
- 4 Blown-up pictures for demonstration
- White board & sticky tape


	Aims:
Main: To enable students(hereafter :Ss) to improve their grammar skills by having Ss study the comparative.
Secondary: Ss will learn the comparative by having Ss do a worksheet, make a story, and think about their dream.
Personal: I want to improve my teaching & speaking pace, also have experiences to be calm.


	Language skill:
Reading: Ss will read a worksheet.
Listening: Ss will listen to their classmates’ stories & their dream.
Speaking: Ss will practice speaking by making a story with their partner.
Writing: Ss will write their story with using some adjectives or adverbs, and some pictures.


	Language systems:
Grammar: Ss will learn to make the comparative form of adjective and adverb.
Discourse: Ss will practice making a story which includes some adjectives or adverbs, and some pictures.
Lexis, Function, Phonology: None to discuss

	Assumptions:
· Ss already know how the class is set up and run.
· Ss are high intermediate level.
· Most Ss have a model they want to be.
· Teacher already knows some information of Ss.


	Anticipated errors and solutions:
	Problems
-If it takes longer to explain grammar of the comparative.


-If Ss answered wrongly.



-If time is short.



If Ss finish their tasks earlier than I anticipated.

	Solutions
-Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answer instead of having Ss write them on the board in pre-activity.

-Explain that part of grammar and ask again the same question to whole class.


-Cut the post-activity short->only ask 2~3 Ss to share their dream.

Ask as many Ss as possible about a person who they want to be..

	Procedure:

Greeting:
“Hello everyone, how are you today?”

“Are your family members all tall?”
& “Which one is taller between you and your OOO?”
“Where do you live?” & “Does anyone live in place farther than OOO?
Let’s have 2~3 Ss answer the question individually.


	

	Pre-activity

	Materials: Blown-up pictures of a short pencil & a longer pencil, and people who are comparing their height, Worksheet for the comparative worksheet(2 copies), 4 pieces of short paper & 4 pieces of longer paper,
and 8 Blown-up pictures for making a story

	Time

8 min
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	Procedure:

Ⅰ: Think about The Comparative

Eliciting
Show Ss Blown-up pictures of people who are comparing their height
Ask Ss “What are they doing?”
And, show Ss Blown-up pictures of a short pencil & a longer pencil.
Ask Ss “What do you see in this picture?”
Elicit ‘The Comparative’
Tell Ss that they are comparing their height, and a longer pencil & a short pencil if necessary.

CCQ
Is smaller the comparative form of small?
Is short the comparative form of small?

Modeling
Put a wall chart grammar of the comparative on white board.
“This wall chart tells us how to make the comparative forms.”
Explain how to make the comparative form of adjective and adverb.

When the explaining is finished,
“Could you pick one of these papers?
Prepare 4 longer papers, 4 short papers.
Have Ss pick one paper each.
“Unfold your paper.  Who has a longer paper, please come this side, who has a short paper, please come this side.”
“This is longer paper team, This is short paper team.” 

Instructions 
“I’ll give you this worksheet for the comparative, complete the sentences using the comparative form.  There are some adjectives and adverbs you can use.” “You are working in your group.  I’ll give you 2 minutes.”

	ICQ	

	What are you going to do?
Are you working in your group?
How much time do you have?

	Explicit ICQ

	“Please, Don’t start before I say go”.
Do you start when I give you this worksheet? 
Do you start when I say go?



(Distribute the worksheets)
Have Ss work on the worksheets.
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.
Give Ss timing when 1 minute 30 seconds left.

Check answers: “OK, Let’s share the answers.
If the answer is not correct, ask again to whole class.

Ⅱ: Prediction
Show Ss 8 Blown-up pictures for making a story.
Ask Ss “What is this picture?” Continue to ask all 8 pictures.


	

	Main-activity

	Materials: Papers which have 6 words(includes adjectives or adverbs) and 2 pictures each(4 copies) and 8 Blown-up pictures for making a story

	Time

11 min
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	Procedure:

Ⅰ: Making a story by using given some words & pictures

Make pairs where they seat.
“000 & 000 are together.”

Instructions
“I need you to make a story with using given words and 2 given pictures, they are on these papers.  In adjectives and adverbs’ case among the given words, I want you to use the comparative forms.  You have 5 minutes.”

	ICQ	

	What are you going to do?
Are you working as a pair?
How much time do you have?

	Explicit ICQ

	“Please, Don’t start before I say go”.
Do you start when I give you this paper? 
Do you start when I say go?



(Distribute the papers)
Have Ss work on their story.
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.
Give Ss timing when 3 & 1 min & 30 seconds left.

Listening their plan: “Let’s share your story”
Have Ss tell their story. “How about OOO first?


	

	Post-activity

	Materials: a blank paper(8 copies) and color pencils

	Time

8 min
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	Procedure:

Ⅰ: Think about dreams
Instructions
“This is my dream.  I want to be more beautiful and more intellectual, and I’ll marry a guy who is very handsome & rich.  We can buy a bigger house in a peaceful place, and have a daughter who is prettier than I ever was.  We’ll live happily ever after.”
“You also have your dream”
“I’ll give you a paper, I need you to draw your dream, work individually.” “I’ll give you 4 minutes.

	ICQ	

	What are you going to do?
Are you working individually?
How much time do you have?

	Explicit ICQ

	“Please, Don’t start before I say go”.
Do you start when I give you this worksheet? 
Do you start when I say go?



(Distribute the blank papers)
Have Ss work on.
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.
Give Ss timing when 2 mins & 30 seconds left.
Ask 1/2 of Ss their dream.
“What is your dream? Please use the comparative forms, when you tell us your dream”

Ⅱ. Conclude lesson
“I didn’t hear any mistake. You did great job today.”
Error correction if necessary.
Unscrambling “the comparative”.
“Can you unscrambling these words?”

“Good job today. See you next time.”
