	Procedure: :
1. Vocabulary
Let's learn vocabulary that will help you to read the text. 
*aggressive 
a) Presentation
-Eliciting
(Write "aggressive" on the board)

-When someone broke my friend’s pencil, my friend was so angry and shouted. Is she angry? Yes, she is angry. It’s aggressive.
-Repeat after me, aggressive.

-Now, Syria has political problems. So Syrians are very violent. Are they aggressive? Yes, It’s aggressive.

-When someone is acting in an angry and powerful way, we call it aggressive. It’s aggressive.
Repeat after me.

b) C.C.Q

 (concept check ‘aggressive’ )
-There was a bus strike on last Monday morning.
  Bus drivers wanted to get more money and to improve their working conditions. What do you think about this bus strike?  I think the bus drivers were aggressive. 

*appear

a) Presentation

(Write "appear" on the board)

-When a magician does a magic, they usually hide things and say the magic spell. At that time, you can see the disappeared thing. It’s appear
-Repeat after me, appear.

-Now, You are in the Ghost house. Behind you, suddenly, a scary ghost touches your shoulder. Is it “appear”? Yes, It’s appear..

-When someone or something   is to show up and to be seen, it’s appear. 

Repeat after me.

b) C.C.Q

(concept check ‘appear’ after teaching aggressive)

-When you look at the sky at night, you may see a shooting star among lots of stars. 
 Does the shooting star appear?  Yes, it does.
*envy

a) Presentation

-Eliciting

Look at these pictures. (Showing the pictures of beautiful actress and expensive brand-name product)
How do you feel? Do you want to be like them?
Do you want to buy it?

-When someone bought very expensive bag, I want to have the same one.  It's envy.
(Write "envy" on the board).

-Repeat after me, envy.

-The feeling that you want what others have is envy.
b) C.C.Q

(concept check ‘envy’ after teaching envy)

-I’m pretty and attractive. Do you envy me? It’s envy.

-I have a handsome boyfriend who is rich and kind.

Do you envy me?  It’s envy.

*annoy

a) Presentation

-Eliciting

Look at another picture. (Showing the picture of a boy with his mother)

Does she look happy? No, she doesn’t. Why?
Because the boy is crying and bothering his mom.

-When someone bothers you, It’s annoy. 

(Write "annoy" on the board).

-Repeat after me, annoy.

b) C.C.Q

(concept check ‘annoy’ after teaching annoy)

-When you ask your mother to get something repeatedly, this asking annoys your mother.

-When you ask your boy friend, husband, wife and so on to buy something, it annoys them, too.

Demonstration

Ss may not understand the words wild or modest


Explain by comparing word groups. E.g.) aggressive/peaceful, appear/vanish, envy/ no envy, annoy/soothe





Ss may not understand what flip-flops are
