	Procedure:
1. Vocabulary
Elicit – 

Homestay: what do you call a program that provide students a house and host family?
Accommodation: What does homestay provide? Hotel provide this as well
Cultural differences: What kind of differences would you face when you are in homestay program?
 Interpersonal relationship: what is a specific term for relationship with other people? Some people have problems with this. Or some people have good skills of this.
Write them on board

Analyze each words : spelling and pronunciation
CCQ:

 Homestay: Who want to be in a homestay program when you study abroad?
Accommodation: What does accommodation provide you?
Cultural differences: What problems do we face when we are from different cultures?
 interpersonal relationship: What is important elements in interpersonal relationship?

Before we get start,  I would like to show a short clip related to homestay that might  interest you.
(show a clip)

Instruction
And Now,  I want you to individually write your ideas of advantages and disadvantages of homestay in this flash card. I will give you two minutes.
Demonstration

Like this, I personally wrote one advantage and one disadvantage of homestay program.
Advantage: safety

Disadvantage is food.

Monitor discreetly. Keep walking around to see if any student has questions. 

(Students exchange their flash cards. Ask answers on flash card to share thoughts.)

CCQ

Are you reading together?
(student read the text)

What do you think about the text about?
How do students’ parents often see homestay program?
What are some advantages and disadvantages that text talks about??
Were your previous prediction that you wrote on flash card appeared on the text?
2. Reading for details
Instructions
This time, read again but try to answer these questions while you read in pairs.
(distribute worksheet)

CCQ

Are you working together?
What are you supposed to do?

Let students figure out the answers as they read.
Now discuss the answers as whole class.
Feedback
Nice work. Now we will work on little more fun stuff.

Materials:

-Flash Cards (15)


-Comprehensive questions (15 copies each)


-Board & Marker    








Aims:


-To develop reading skill by reading a text about the homestay program


-To learn about the vocabulary related to homestay by doing a flash card activity, discussion, and teacher’s explanation.


-To pick up the details in the reading by answering the detail questions


- To try to fully understand homestay program using the role play( if time allowed)





Language Skills:


Reading: reading the text 


Speaking: naturally and freely talk about personal experiences or opinions of homestay by role playing


Writing: write script for role play


Listening: the teacher’s explanation and other students role play


 





Language Systems:


Lexis: (homestay, accommodation, cultural differences, interpersonal relationship)


Phonology: practice new vocabulary





Assumptions:





Students can speak and write in basic English


Students know the teacher’s style of teaching


Students have basic knowledge of homestay program


All students have different opinions on homestay





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may struggle following the text


Let them read to the text more one time until they understand the content


Answer comprehension question as whole class


Students may have different pace in getting information from reading


Let them have class discussion to pick the information that they have missed. 


Some student will have difficulty answering the worksheet


When they finish answering the detail questions pairs, they will work in group and whole class to go over it together


If the time is short


Reduce the time of role play section and make it as homework to think about 


If they finish their activity too early


Ask some students to perform their role play script.
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
