DO

Let me tell you about my weekend.
- I went shopping on Sunday. 

- Sunny, did you go shopping on Sunday? 

- Did you buy something? 
- I tried on a jacket but I didn’t buy it. 

- Did I buy the jacket? 

- Instread, I bought socks. Then I ate Udong. 

- Sunny, did you do anything else after shopping? 

RECALL
What did I just talk about? (last weekend) 

When I was talking about last weekend, what verbs did I use? (elicit and write verbs on board; went, bought, ate) What kind of questions did I ask? (yes/ no questions: did you go shopping? Did you buy something? Did you do anything else?)

REFLECT

I used the simple past form to talk about the last weekend. We use the simple past form to express an action started and finished at a specific time in the past.

CCQ

Can we use this form to ask about next week?

Can we use this form to ask about yesterday?

Does it mean I started to shop on Sunday and just finished now?
Does it mean I am starting to shop and going to finish in two hours?

How do you make questions about an action started and finished in the past? (elicit Did you~? Write on board)

Did you go shopping last Sunday?
What happens to the verb? 
(elicit how past tense verb changes to a base form) 
Is it alright to say “Did you went shopping on Sunday?” (No) 
CONCLUDE

Provide written model on board

When we ask about the actions in the past we use this form: 
Did + subject + base verb ~?

	Procedure:

1.  Controlled practice 

Ok, class. Now I will pass out a worksheet. In this exercise you will be given a sentence and two verbs. Your job is to circle a correct verb that fits in each sentence. When you get a worksheet, please work alone. Let’s take 3 minutes. Pass out the worksheet. 

ICQ 

What are you going to do?
Are you working alone? 

How many minutes do you have?

Passively monitor. Help Ss if needed. 

Check answers together.

2. Less controlled practice
Good job, class. Now I will give you another sheet of paper. The handout is called, Find Someone Who…  In this paper, you will see ten descriptions. Your job is to find someone in the class who fits each of the descriptions in the handout. You cannot write your own name. I will give you 5 minutes to do this. 
How many questions does it have? (10) 

Are you going to write your own name? (no)

How many minutes do you have? (5)
Please stand up and move around. 

Passively monitor. 

Give time warning after 4 minutes. 

Review answers.

Free Production 

Good job, class. 

Now we are going to play a fun game. Write, “what did you do yesterday?” on the whiteboard. Pass out three slips of blank paper to each student. Everyone, write three actions/activities you did yesterday. You should do this silently and don’t show your paper to other students. Let’s take 2 minutes. 

ICQ 

What are you going to do?

Are you going to tell other students what you wrote?

Are you going to show other students what you wrote?

How much time do you have?

When Ss are finished, gather up the papers and shuffle them so they are in random order. Write each sentence on the board. While T is writing, Ss copy each sentence down on a separate piece of paper so that the sentences form a long list. 

ICQ 

What are you going to do?

Once all the sentences have been copies down ask Ss to find out which students did which activities. To find out, Ss have to convert the sentences in the list to Yes/No question forms. 

Demonstrate 

I went shopping yesterday. ( Did you go shopping yesterday? Yes, I did. No, I didn’t. 

Every sentence in the list should end up with a student’s name beside it. 

Start the activity. Monitor passively while listening for mistakes. 
Wrap up 

Did you have fun today?

I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson.
