	Procedure:

Now, look at this picture. Can you describe this picture?

(Ss: may say “He is eating”) Is he eating? (Ss: answer) And what is this?(Point  finger to the picture of cake) Ok. This is a cake.

So What is he eating now? (Ss: answer cake)

Let’s look at one other picture. Is he walking?

Where is it? (SS:answer) So where is he going now? (Ss:answer)

Show students another pictures and let students ask teacher some questions.
Recall
What did we just do? We have asked some questions about some pictures and answered like this “What is he eating?”,”Where is she going?”,”Who is he talking to?”.
Reflect
Now, look at these pictures again.
Do you want to know what she is doing or where he is going?

In this case how can you ask her or him?
Tell me the question each picture.

(Write the questions on the board.)
Conclude
You did really good job! We have just learned the present progressive Wh-questions.
(Write the sentence on the board)

If you want to know the specific ideas or things about a situation, you can begin wh=questions in the present progressive with a question word like what, where, why, who, or how.

For example, “where is he going?”
CCQ: what is he doing now?
Use who to ask about a person

For example. A:  Who is singing in the shower?

                        B : Mom (is) 

CCQ : Is there someone who takes a shower in the bathroom?

Use why to ask for reason

For example, A: Why is dad going to the store now?

                        B: We’re out of milk

CCQ: Does he want to buy some milk?

In informal conversation, answers are often short.

   A: Who is singing?               B: Dad (is)

   A: Where is Dad going?     B: To the store

Form

Use am, is, or are + the –ing form of the verb. 

Put the verb before the subject and join the clauses using wh- questions

For  wh-questions, just put the question word at the front.

<Simple Repetition Drill>
Just listen to what I say. Don’t Repeat.

(Point to the substitution table while reading)
CCQ

Do you have to repeat?
Ok, Now listen and repeat

(Read and let students repeat)
