	Procedure:
1. Do: 

a) Show Mia’s school schedule
“Do you remember this? It’s Mia’s school schedule. She is a very busy student. She always studies.”
b) Show a picture of Mia

“How does she look?” -> “She looks tired, bored…”
“How is she or does she feel?” -> “She is/feels tired, bored…”
“Then why is she tired? Or bored? -> “Because she doesn’t want to study…because studying is boring…”
2. Recall:

“What we just do? We just said how Mia is and she feels.”
3. Reflect:

“Mia is bored. Studying is boring.”
 “Mia is tired. Studying is tiring.”
“What bores Mia?” “What tires Mia?”
“Find the same words in the sentences” -> -ed & -ing
4. Conclude:
a) Substitution table

- Verb + -ed = Adjective tells how somebody feels
- Verb+ -ing = Adjective tells the cause of feelings
- If a person is boring, this means that they make other ppl bored : Mia always talks about her homework. She is boring.

b) Drilling: “Listen and repeat after me. Studying is boring. Mia is bored…”
CCQ) “Is studying  bored? Who is bored? How does studying make Mia bored?”
