Greeting

Hello everyone, how are you today?

Guided Inductive Warmer Activity

1. Eliciting by using a song

(Write the words ‘head and  shoulders knees and toes knees and toes’ in row)
Do you know the song ‘Head and shoulders knees and toes’?
Let’s sing together. 

Ok, good job, where is your head/shoulders/knees/toes?

Now, point the body part while you are singing. 

Are you ready? Get set, Go!

Can you skip the word only ‘Head’ while you are singing?

Now, skip two words only ‘Head and Shoulders’. 
Sing faster!
Skip three words ‘Head, Shoulders and Knees’ now.

 Ready? Faster!
Good job.

2. contextualization

Ok, Sunny, do you have 2 heads?

(Sunny will answer like, “No, I have one head.”)  

Yes, I have …
(Write ‘I have 1’ next to ‘head’ on the board)

Do I have 1 shoulder?

(Ss will answer like, “No, you have 2 shoulders”)

Yes, you have…
(Write ‘You have 2’ next to ‘shoulders’ on the board)

Does Mat have 1 knee? 

(Ss will answer like, “No, he has 2 knees”) 

Yes, he has …
(Write ‘He has 2’ next to ‘knees’ on the board)

Right, then how many toes does Jin-Hee have?

Yes, she has 10 toes. (Write ‘She has …’on the board)

How many fingers do all you have?

Yes, We have 10 fingers. (Write ‘We have …’on the board)

Mat, do they have 1 nostril?

Yes, they have …(Write ‘They have …’ on the board)

It depends on…the subject before ‘have’ or ‘has’.

What words are before have? 

‘I’, ‘You’, and the subjects more than one like ‘They’,  ‘We’
What else can be? More than one person like ‘children’… more than one animals like ‘elephants’… 

What words are before has?  

‘He’, ‘She’, ‘It’, and what else? Just one person or thing(animal) except ‘I’ and ‘You’
So we can set the table like this.
It is called Substitution table.

This table tells you when to use ’have’ and when to use ‘has’

Aims:


- Students will be able to know the verb ‘have’ and ‘has’ by teacher’s explanation and substitution table.


- Students will be able to know the verb ‘have’ and ‘has’ by answering concept check questions and completing the worksheets.


- Students will be able to improve speaking and listening ability by describing someone, something in a group 








Language Skills:


Reading : reading worksheets to answer questions,


Listening : listening to teacher’s instructions, explanation, demonstration and classmates’ ideas


Speaking : drilling, practice activities, and sharing ideas


Writing : worksheet answers





Language Systems:


-     Phonology: drilling


-    Grammar: the verb ‘have’ (I have, she has)


-     Function: describing something or someone using the verb have or has








Assumptions about students:





Students are elementary students


Students know the words of body parts and the song (Head and Shoulders)


Students know how the class set up and run


Students know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


Students know the words of fantasy characters


Students know  how to do guessing game  





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- Students my have difficulty in understanding the meaning


 -> Teacher provides more examples.


- Students may have a hard time drilling


   -> Teacher gives the students more chances to practice.


- If students need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)


-> Be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.


- If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated (SOS plan)


  -> Give students more time on final activity
