“CONCLUDE”
[form]
We call this form “the passive”, and in the passive, the action is done to subject. 
There are some rules. Then, let’s analyze the form with a substitution table.

Active

John        painted        the house.

     (s)     +      (v)          +       (o) 

-John does the action

Passive

The house  was painted    by John.

      (s)      +   be  +  p.p.  +    (by~   ) 

-the action is done to the subject

In English, 
1) We usually use “the passive” When we want to say what happens to the subject.  Look at the picture.
CCQ - (Example : “ the man was pinched”)
.  What happened with the man?  
.  Did the man pinch by himself?

.  who does the action?
    And we use “by ~”  when we know who does or what causes the action.
2) Also we use “the passive” when it’s unclear who does or what causes the action. 
CCQ - (Example : “This building was built in 2005”)

.  What was built in 2005?
