1. Guided Warmer Activity
Today we’re gonna watch some video clip. While watching video,  please think about what Lonney is doing. 

<CCQ>

What should you do when you watch a video clip?
2. Recall
Was it interesting? What did we just watch? Who is the main character?(Lonney) What is he doing?(He is playing baseball.) He is ~(throwing.) He is ~(hitting.) He is ~(running.) He is ~(catching.) 
3. Reflect
Then what am I doing right now? I’m talking. What are you doing? You are listening. What are we doing? We are studying. Look! Tell me more What I am doing. What am I doing? (You are jumpimg. You are flying. You are swimming. You are dancing…)Now you can guess what. 

If I jump right now we can say I am?~ (jumping). If you swim right now you are?~ (swimming). If she runs right now she is?~(running). If they sing right now they are?~(singing). That’s what we’ll learn today. It’s present progressive.

We’ve learned present progressive form. When do we use present progressive? Look at this timeline. 

                  Present progressive


Past-------------------present---------------future
When we do something that is happening now, at the moment, as we speak, we use present progressive. We use present progressive in the temporary situation. On the contrary we use present in the permanent period or general facts. For example  eq \o\ac(○,1) The sun rises in the east.(general fact)  eq \o\ac(○,2) I live in Seoul.(permanent period)
  eq \o\ac(○,3) I am talking now. (temporary situation) 

<CCQ>

If I say I am studying everyday, do you think it is right?(No.)
Then how could you correct the sentence? (I study everyday.) How about  I am knowing that news.’ Is it right? (No.) We have to use present. The correct sentence is I know that news. Good job!!
