(Ss answer “Ain’t no mountain high enough”

Right? Can you tell me some sentences with enough?

(listen to Ss’ responses)
Yes there ain’t no mountain high enough

Ain’t no valley low enough

Ain’t no river wide enough

Reflect

Great job everyone!

Our live is tough. Whenever we feel just like it, this song can give us cheer

How about our class?

It is also tough 

Let’s alter some lyrics to suit our situations.

(write “there ain’t no mountain high enough” and let some Ss answer and write their answers on the board)

(pretend to wipe but not reach)

CCQ

Can I wipe on the board ? No.

Then am I short to reach over there? yes

Form
Enough mean sufficient
When It uses as a adjective, we put noun after “enough”
For example, There are enough eggs.

When is uses as a adverb, we put adjective after “enough”
For example, Is it large enough?

Sometimes it uses as a pronoun.

There is enough for everybody.
He earns just enough to live on.

Aims:

-Ss will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group





Language Skills:


-reading: reading worksheet to answer questions and lyrics of “Ain’t no mountain high enough”


-Listening: listening to teacher’s instructions, explanations, and Ss’s ideas.


-speaking: drilling and sharing ideas.


-writing: worksheet answering





Language Systems:


-Grammar: use of the form of enough(“enough+ noun/ adjective + enough)


-function: describing real happened situation.





Assumptions:


-Ss already have learned the form of enough(“enough+ noun/ adjective + enough).








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-If Ss need more time to finish their activity


> be flexible with the time as giving Ss more time to finish.


-If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


> let them stand and let them sing together today’s song.
