· Personal Aim: I want to improve my lead in, eliciting, timing and speaking pace.




	Language Skills:
· Speaking: Students will practice speaking by having conversations with their classmates about the lesson and sharing with the class.
· Listening; Students will practice listening by listening to their classmate’s sharing and the teacher’s Instructions.

· Writing: Students will practice writing by writing on the worksheet and the board.

· Reading: Students will practice reading by reading the worksheet.

If there’s more than one, we use ‘those’. I like those books.
This rule can be used when we introduce someone. This is my friend. That is my friend. These are my friends. Those are my friends. ( Explain with body language )

And when we talk about items that come in pairs, we always have to use the plural, these and those. You can’t say you look nice in that jeans. You should say you look nice in those jeans.

We also use this and these for something which are happening now. Let’s say you are in a restaurant then you could say ‘This pasta is good.’ If you have left the restaurant then you could say ‘That pasta was good.’
