Hello, everyone, how are you today?
(Students greet back)

Review
Do you remember what we had learned previous class?

 We learned many different adjective words.
For example, if I get a good grade at the test, am I 
happy or sad?  Yes, I am happy.

Look at these cards and say together.

(old, fast, strong ,heavy, tall, long)

Contextualization
Can you tell me which animal is big? Or Which animal is small? (Try to elicit an elephant and a flea, and show their pictures.) 

Would you like to see the music video about an elephant and a flea?  Let's watch.

Guided Warmer Activity
When you watch the video try to remember the story that you see. You have to concentrate on the lyrics.  What are they talking about?
CCQs:

-What should we do when we watch?

(Play video and let students watch. Signal when the change is about to occur in the video.  This would be when they both say 'What')

	Procedure:
1.Recall
Did you enjoy the song? What is the title of the song?

(Students answer)

The song is "an elephant is bigger than a flea."
Now I want you to make three groups and discuss  the story of the music.  Try to discuss the whole story starting from the beginning.  
I'll give you 3 minutes and afterwards 
we'll discuss as a whole group. 

CCQs:

-How much time do we have?

-What do you discuss?

(Let students discuss and monitor discretely. After 3 minutes let groups take turns to tell you the story of the music.)
2. Reflect
Good job! Now can you compare two animals, an elephant and a flea. (Try eliciting more questions from students to pull out the rules of meaning of the comparative form. Some possible questions: Which is heavier, an elephant or a flea?,

which lives longer, a crocodile or a fly? and which is bigger, a crocodile or a fly?)

 (The rules to try to elicit are the following:

When you want to use a comparative form, you have to add -er at the end of adjective word (longer). When the ending is a short vowel with a consonant, you'll have to double the final consonant (bigger).  When the ending is a consonant plus  -y, change the "y" to "i" and add "er" (heavier).
When you find multiple syllables, you have to add ‘more’ before the adjective. (more handsome)
Can you answer my questions from any lyrics of the song, 'Which is bigger, an elephant or a flea?'

(Let a student answer )  Can you tell me another sentences used in the comparative form? (Let students tell of each word or the sentence.)
3. Conlud
Great job guys!  We have just learned the comparative form..

Look at the screen.  You will see many pictures on it.
I’ll ask you some questions about the pictures. Please answer correctly by using the comparative form.

Now I will pick some students to answer.
(Students look at the picture and answer)

- Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning


-> Teacher provide more examples.


- Students may have a hard time drilling


-> Teacher gives the students more chances to practice.


-  If students need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)


-> Be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their activity and cut off the 


time of post activity


-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated (SOS plan)


-> Give students more time on final activity.
