Aims: Students will predict the meaning of the comparative through watching the picture.


Students will know the form of the comparative by teacher’s explanation and substitution table.


Students will practice the comparative by answering concept check questions and completing the worksheets. Students will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group and present each other’s opinion.














Language Skills:


Reading: Reading worksheets to answer questions,


Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instruction, explanation, and classmate’s ideas.


Speaking: Drilling, practice activities, and sharing ideas


Writing: Worksheet answers and doing homework.





Language Systems:


Phonology: drilling 


Grammar: Use of comparative (~er than, more than, better than, worse than)


Function: Describing comparative situation.











Assumptions:


Students already have learned the comparative in a previous class.


Students are teenagers, pre-intermediate level.


Students know meaning of comparative.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning: Teacher provides more examples.


Students may have a hard time drilling: teacher gives the students more chance to practice.


If students need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan): Be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated (SOS Plan): Give students more time on final activity.
