	Aims:

Students will learn new words and expressions related to social events and office gossip by doing role play

Students will be able to practice speaking with emphasis on oral fluency through a mingle activity

Students will be able to practice making small talk at an office social event and share secrets through role play 




	Language Skills:

Speaking: Ss will practice speaking in groups

Listening: Ss will listen to each other in a mingle activity 

Reading: Ss will read their role play cards




	Language Systems:

Lexis: T will pre-teach “office party” and “gossip” 

Function: Ss will practice making small talks at an office social event and share secrets

Discourse: Doing a role play, Discussion about their ideas & opinions




	Assumptions:

Ss are intermediate level 

Ss are highly motivated to learn English

Ss can do a role play

Ss are likely to use L2 during a role play 

Ss have good interpersonal and interpersonal intelligence

Ss have experienced social events

Ss have shared gossip 




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

One student in the group might speak too much 

( ask opinions of quiet Ss 

Ss might finish work earlier than planned 

( let Ss share their ideas in groups

	Good morning, class!

How are you today? Great! 

(Show picture #1)

What do you see in this picture? 

(Office party) 

Yes, in Korea, December is a busy month because of many office parties. 

Does anybody work in an office now? Have you worked in an office? 

(Ask Kristy if no one volunteers) 

Have you been to an office party this year? What was it like? What do people usually do? Do you think it’s a good idea to have parties with people you work with? Does anybody in the class NOT like going to parties or social events with the people you work with? Why? Or why not?

(Show picture #2)

Look at this picture. What are they doing? (gossip) 

Yes, they are gossiping. 

Gossip (write on the board) means “idle talk or rumor, especially about the personal or private affairs of others.

Gossip is an uncountable noun, so you cannot say one gossip, two gossips. You can say “pieces of gossip”. 

CCQ

If we talk about movie star scandals, are we gossiping? (Yes)

What if we share information about what we learned in this class? Is that gossiping, too? (No) 

Can you count gossip? (No)

	Ok, class. 

Imagine you are all invited to an end of the year office party. Each person will have a different role. Some of you will get a role card with a name and position. Some of you will get a role card without a name and position. If you get a card with a name and position, please study your role. If you don’t have an assigned name and position, you have to make one up.  

Demonstrate

For example, I have a card without a given name and position. So I will take a minute to think about my name and position. Ah! I got it! My name is Chelsea. I’m the company’s new intern. I just graduated from school and don’t know about the company very well. I would like to get to know more people in this party. 

CCQ

So, will everyone get a card with given name and position?

What do you do if you get one without a name and position?

What if you get a card with name and position?

President of the company is not in the role, you have to imagine that he or she will be arriving later. This means that everybody can gossip about work and complain about the President! Your job is to find out as much gossip about the company as possible. 

When you do the role-play, I want you to follow some guidelines each time you talk to someone new. (show ppt, write on the white board if Ss have more ideas)

1) Introduce your self and greet the other person

2) Ask some questions to make small talk 

3) If you have any gossip, tell it using the expression provided on your role card. 

4) Listen to the other person’s gossip and react 

What kind of questions can you ask to make small talk? (elicit)

· How long have you been with the company?

· What’s your job? / What do you do?

· Wow, this year has gone by really quickly. 

· I hate these office parties.

· This is really good; would you like to try some?

What kind of expressions can you use to react after listening to gossip?

· Really?

· No way! 

· I can’t believe it!

· You’re kidding! 

· That’s terrible!

Demonstrate

Ask one student to be my demonstration partner. (Mi-sun!) 

“Hi, I’m Chelsea. What’s your name? ”

“Hi, I’m ~”

“Are you enjoying this party? What do you think about this company?”

“I don’t like this company blah blah blah~” 

“Wow, really? That’s terrible!!!” 

(end of a demonstration)
