	Aims:

· to practice past tense by talking about their family’s history during an interview
· to get to know each other more closely than before by sharing their family history

· to speak fluently by giving and getting their information of  their family’ history




	Language Skills:

· Listening: T’s elicitation ; T’s demonstration; other Ss’ responses to interview
· Reading: 6 questions in questionnaire

· Speaking: asking and answering during interview; telling other Ss’ family history

· Writing: answering to questionnaire; taking notes other Ss’ answers.




	Language Systems:

· Function: asking for information; giving information
· Grammar: using past tense while talking their story which happened in the past

· Discourse: telling their own family’s  history



	Assumptions:

· Most of Ss already know past tense and words.
· Most of Ss can use appropriate words to talking about their family history.

· Ss are friendly each other.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Some Ss may not be active during the interview.
· ⇒ encourage them by asking his/her information of what others are saying
· Ss take longer to complete their task than expected.

⇒ assist them by doing their task together
