Title: Scrooge 








Materials:





-14 Role Cards (one for each S)


-White board and markers


-Interview Worksheet (14 copies)

















Aims:


Grammar: Ss will use grammar while questioning other Ss of their actions during an interview.


Vocabulary: Ss will learn vocabulary related to scrooge from teachers example.


Communication: Ss will able to speak fluently by giving their opinions to solve the Christmas Scrooge story. 








Language Skills:


Listening: teacher’s elicitation; teacher’s example of vocabulary; background information of Scrooge; other Ss’ responses to interview; other Ss’ opinion in discussion


Reading: Role card


Speaking: asking & answering during interview; discussion of Scrooge


Writing: filling in information during interview. 





Language Systems:


Function: asking for information; giving information


Discourse: discussing who the ghost is as well as their command


Grammar: Past progressive tense interrupted by a past action








Assumptions:





Some Ss may already know the vocabulary to present


Ss enjoy role play & interviewing whishes.











Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may try getting into groups during interview.


Monitor 





Some Ss may not be active in the discussion.


Encourage S by asking for his/ her opinion of what others are saying.





Ss take longer to complete their task than expected.


Give some more time to solve.
