	1. Greetings

- Hello, students. How were your weekdays? Busy and tired I guess. Attention! Today you will do very important thing for me. You are going to help me. Few days ago, I read a story book, it was very interesting, but somebody stole my book and I just god some pictures of it. So, I want you to complete my book with the pictures I have.
2. Predicting

(show students related pictures)

- When you have a help from somebody, do you usually repay or reward for it? or only express thanks? What do you think, Tina?
What did Tina say, Jina?

- What if you were the person who helps, do you prefer to help a stranger who is in difficulties? or you might be busy and keep doing your things only? What do you think, Bobae? What did Bobae say, Chrissy?
- Very good, do you know any story about help? 
3. Introduction

- So, we are going to finish a story with pictures. Before start, I want to help you with some words and expressions.

	1. Eliciting Key vocabulary
* make shoes, shoe maker
- Look at this picture (about making shoes), what does this person do? (Wait for the answer) right, this person is making shoes. What do we call the person who makes shoes?

CCQ

· Does shoemaker make watches? (N)

· Then, what does shoemaker make? (shoes)

* elf

- This is other word for fairy. You can usually find this word in the fantasy story. 

- Good, also you can use as plural, elves (write on the board)

CCQ

· Can you see elf? (N)

· Where do elves live? (-)

* knit

- During the winter women usually make some vest, muffler and clothes with wool. What is the verb for making those things?

CCQ

· What else can you knit?
· Have you knitted some before?

2. Teaching expressions

- Stories usually are written in narrative sentences. It means you should use “past form verb”
- For example, went to bed, found out, made shoes, shoemaker sold shoes, earned money, and knitted a hat or a muffler. (write those expressions on the board)

	1. Instruction (1)
- Now, you are going to make 4 groups of 4 and 3 and each group will get a different picture. Then you are going to discuss about the picture you’ve got and create a story according to the picture. A unique story will be better. If you want, you can make a note on the other paper. You only can look at your group picture and remember that you must use narrative sentences when you make a story about the picture. I will give you 5 minutes to discuss. After 5 minutes, I will take the picture and regroup you into different groups.
CCQ

· Can you see all 4 pictures?

· Are you going to work alone?

· How much time do you have?

(Let students begin and give time warning after 4 minutes)

2. Instruction (2)

- Well done, you will be divided into 3groups. I will give you numbers (A-1, 2, 3, 1  B- 1, 2, 3, 2  C-1, 2, 3  D-1, 2, 3) and people who have same numbers will be one team. Now, share each of your stories and put them together. Also you should decide the sequence of the pictures (story). I will give you 10 minutes to complete the story and after 10 minutes, you will share it with classmates. Making some notes might help you. Also, don’t forget to use narrative sentences.

· Are you working in the same group?

· What will you do after 10 minutes?

· What form do you have to use when you complete the story?

Aims:





To use new vocabulary by speaking about story.


To speak past form verbs through learning narrative sentences.


To deliver students’ own thought with sharing each stories.


To summarize whole story by presenting students’ own story.











Language Skills:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 





Students may not understand instruction easily.


→ Explain slowly with gesture and demonstrate the instruction again.


Students may difficult to find right answer.


→Write word on the board.


Students may be hard to product their own language (both speaking and writing).


→Encourage students even speak or write one word and keep reminding making mistakes is natural.


Some students finish earlier than others.


→Let them discuss with a person who finish also.


Time is short.


→Skip post-activity and give students it as homework.
