	Procedure:

Hello, everyone. It’s really freezing outside. I was just at home because of this cold weather. How about you? Did anyone go good place during the weekend?
(Ss answer)

Eliciting

(put the picture of picnic on the board)

They look very fun! What can you see in this picture?

(Ss answer: family, mat… etc)

That’s right. Then, What are they doing?
(Ss answer: have a picnic)

Yes, they are having a picnic.

CCQ
Is it a picnic when someone goes alone? No

Is the picnic fun? Yes

Our main topic is “picnic!”

	Procedure:

Have you ever gone a picnic? (Ss might say yes)
Who did you go with?  Was it fun? 

(Ss say: family, friend. Yes, it was fun.

If someone said ‘no’, ask S what happened?)

What did you take for that picnic? 
(Ss answer: kimbab, sandwiches, a mat, juice etc.)
Pre-teach vocabulary

(If Ss cannot guess I’ll say the beginning letter.)
(preparation)

Do you know the same word of the arrangement?
(Ss say preparation)

(write the preparation on the board and make Ss repeat the words)
(supermarket)

Where did you go if you want to buy some food or other household goods?

(Ss will say supermarket.)

(Write the Supermarket on the board and make Ss repeat the words)
(whip up)

When we prepare something quickly, how can you express? It has two words. 

For example, There’s no time to fix a big dinner, so I’ll just have to ____________ _______ a simple salad.

(Ss will say Whip up)

(Write the Whip up on the board and make Ss repeat the words)
(bet)
When you strongly believe, you will say “I _____ I’m right.”
(Ss might say sure.)

It starts “b” and has three letters.

(Ss will say bet)

(Write the bet on the board and make Ss repeat the words)

(make Ss repeat preparation, supermarket, whip up, bet and then check the meaning of the words)

(write the questions on the board)

Now, let’s listen.

(Listen to the dialogue)

(After listening)
So, What do the speakers prepare for? 
(point a S and ask what the answer is

And point another S and ask again)

Where are they going to pick up food?
(point a S and ask what the answer is

And point another S and ask again)

Good job, everybody. 

Instruction

Now, I’ll give you worksheets for you. There are five questions. You must solve it during the listening. It’s an individual work.
(handout worksheets)

Before we listen to the dialogue, let’s look at the questions together. (read No.1~No.5)

ICQ
So, How many questions are there? 5
Is it a team work? No.
Can you solve it after listening? No.
Alright, now let’s listen.

(After listening)

Let’s check the answers. 

No.1 (point at a S) what is your answer?

(point at other S) Are you agree or not? / What is your answer?

The answer is (a, b, c, or d.)

No. 2, 3, 4, 5 (Same as No.1)

Instruction

Now, we are going to make a plan for a picnic. I’ll make 3 teams. Each team will discuss where to go and what to buy. After discussion, One of the team members tell the class your plans. I’ll give you 5 minutes.
Demonstration

For example, I want to go to the park for the picnic. 

I’ll prepare a mat for my seating, some sandwiches and juice for my lunch, and a ball for the exercise.
So, 

ICQ

How much time do you have? 5min
Are you working alone? No

What are you doing? discussion
(Divide Ss to 3 groups)
Let’s start

(Monitor discreetly)
Time warning:

2 minutes left
1 minute left

30 seconds left

Time’s up! So where do you want to go for picnic and what do you prepare for the picnic? 

(point one group and listen their group saying and then point other group)
What about you?

Great. It’ll be fun!
Conclude 
Feedback

Did you have fun today?

Error correction

(If Ss made mistakes when they were speaking, correct it.)

(If there’s no mistake, end the class)

Good job today. I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson.

See you tomorrow and have a great day.
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Listening Script

Scott: Dave. I'm going to the supermarket to pick up food and drink for Saturday's picnic later. Any suggestions?

Dave: Well, everyone has been talking about having a barbecue down by the river, so why don't you pick up some hamburger and hot dogs? 

Scott: Okay, but how much hamburger meat are we going to need? And hot dogs too?

Dave: Uh, I don't know. How about three pounds of hamburger and a couple packages of hot dogs? 

Scott: Oh, that's not going to be enough. Do you remember the last picnic we went on? Your roommate, Jim, ate about ten hamburgers by himself! 

Dave: You're right. Let's see. I'd better write this down. Uh, let's see about nine pounds of hamburger meat and, uh . . . , seven packages of hot dogs. 

Scott: And you better pick up some chicken for those who don't like hamburger or hot dogs.

Dave: Okay. How about five or six bags of potato chips? 

Scott: Humm. Better make that eight or so. 

Dave: Alright. Oh, and we're gonna [going to] need some hamburger and hot dog buns. How about five packages a piece? I think that sounds about right. 

Scott: Yeah, you better pick up some mustard, catchup, and mayonnaise too. 

Dave: Okay. What else? Uh, we're gonna [going to] need some soft drinks. How about ten of those big 2-liter bottles? 

Scott: Sounds fine, but be sure to buy a variety of drinks.

Dave: Okay. And what about dessert?

Scott: Well, maybe we could ask Kathy to make a few cherry pies like she did last time. 

Dave: Well, I wouldn't mind that, but you know, she's been very busy working two jobs, so I'd hate to ask her, [Oh, hum . . . ] and uh . . . Hey, why don't you whip up some of your oatmeal cookies? [Well . . .] Hey, you could even ask, uh . . . , what's her name . . . yeah that new girl, Susan, the one that moved in across the street! [Well . . .] I bet she'd be willing to help you! [I don't know . . . ] She's a real knockout! 

Scott: Nah, I don't think I could ask her . . .[Ahh!] I don't know her phone number, plus . . . 

[ Door bell rings . . . ]

Dave: Hey, you don't need to. She's at the door! 

Scott: What do you mean? 

Dave: Well, I thought you two would hit it off, so I called her up saying I was you, and I invited her over to watch a movie. 

Scott: You did what??? 

Dave: Wait, wait, wait . . . [uhhhhh . . . ]

Aims:


To enable Ss to improve listening skill by listening to the dialogue related to preparing a picnic.


To learn vocabulary by guessing the words.


To practice speaking skill by discussing with group members and presenting their opinions.








Language Skills:


Speaking: Ss will discuss the plan of picnic with group members.


Writing: Ss will write the plan of picnic during the discussion.


Listening: Ss will listen to the dialogue about the picnic preparation.


Reading: Ss will read comprehension worksheets.





Language Systems:


Phonology: the sound of lexis


Lexis: whip up, supermarket, preparation, bet, picnic


Grammar: none to discuss


Function: planning picnic


Discourse: conversation between 2 people











Assumptions:


Students already know:


The teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.


Ss are able to vary language form to suit the situation.


Ss are able to express their ideas with occasional errors.


Ss are able to understand simple material on familiar topics.


Ss have ever planned a picnic.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not be able to guess the words when I elicit the words,�->I’ll give a hint like number of letters or beginning letter. 


Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening,�-> chunk the listening


If time is short�-> Cut post- activity discussion short and only ask 1~2 teams to share their opinions.
