	Procedure:

Good evening (night class), everyone. How are you doing today? 
(Teacher draws a circle on the board and divides it into many parts. Then, teacher will put SS daily schedules on the circle based on their answers) 

When did you wake up in the morning?(ask one student)

When did you have a lunch? (ask another student)
When do you go to bed?(ask another) 
Okay, as we talked, everybody have their own daily schedule/routine. 
Today we will practice using daily schedule/routine expression through listen a dialogue and we will also practice writing our own daily schedule. Is everybody ready for this? What are we going to do today?(make sure all of ss are understood what the topic is and what we are going to do in the class)

	Procedure:

Teaching key vocabulary by eliciting
For example of “stay up”, 

· Teacher can ask SS like “what do you have to do when you guys have a lot of things to do? Can you go to bed early?”
· If SS find the answer, teacher writes the word on the board and asks about pronunciation, stress, and part of speech

· Let SS repeat after

· CCQ by asking some SS to make a sentence by using one of new words
The list of words which SS will learn are:

· Get off work (verb): finish work
- I usually get off work at 6:00 p.m.
· Stay up (verb): not go to bed
- I will stay up tonight to prepare Listening Lesson Plan.
· Set aside (verb): reserve, allow, or give a certain amount to
- You should set aside enough time to study for final exam.
· Take care of (verb): watch, look after
- You should take care of yourself so you don't get hurt.
· Groceries (noun): food and other items at a supermarket
- Mom is going to buy some groceries for dinner.

	Procedure:
1. Listening for the main idea (top-down)
Instruction
You will not write anything on this activity. Just focus on what the dialogue mainly about. In other word, you will need to find out the topic. And we will discuss something about main topic. Please listen carefully. 

CCQ

Will you take any note while listening?

What are we going to do after find out the main topic?

(play the dialogue)

What is the dialogue mainly about?
Yes, it is about daily schedule. Man & woman had a conversation about what man usually does in a day. As you listened, that guy is living in balanced life. Do you guys prefer living like the man in dialogue? Why? If not, why? (ask 2-3 students to have different answers and share their thinking)

2. Listening for details(bottom-up)

Instruction

(Teacher hands out the dialogue worksheet to each student) At this time, listen to the dialogue carefully and fill in the blanks while you listen. After that, we will check the answers together.

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

Play the dialogue
Let SS fill in the blanks freely as they listen.

(If SS seem like having difficulty, teacher can play the dialogue one more time or chunk the dialogue so that  SS can understand that speakers in the dialogue say)

Once listening is done, teacher will ask SS to read one sentence with the answer one by one for checking answers.

	Procedure:
1. Free Production

Instruction
Okay. I would like you to try to make your own daily schedule. But, since we have very similar daily schedule these days, I recommend you to make it based on your past specific period such as when you were high school student or when you had a job. I will give you 5 minutes to do this.

Demonstration

I will give you some demonstration to understand easily. 

“I used to work in golf course. At that time, I usually woke up at 4:00am to get to work by 5:30. I always started working with a coffee and muffin from Mac Donalds. I used to have a lunch between 11:00am-12:00pm. I got off work at 2:00pm and as soon as I arrived at home, I took a nap for an hour. I woke up around 4:00pm and went to practice golfing.

CCQ
What should your daily schedule be based on?

How much time do you have?

Teacher monitors SS discreetly. If anyone seems to have a hard time with this activity, teacher will help SS giving ideas.
Give SS time limit to let them finish up(1 min left and we check together)

After time is up, ask 2-3 SS to present their own daily schedule. Collect all of them to give SS some comment and error correction. Teacher will give it back to SS on next class.
2. Feedback & conclude the class
How was the class today? Was it difficult to follow? If so, which part? (teacher writes down SS feedback to make the next class more effective) 

But if you practice about what we have learned, it will be very useful when you have a conversation about daily schedule.

You guys did really good job today & I will see you guys tomorrow!



Sample Dialogue

Woman: So, what's your usual day like? You always seem so busy. 

Man: Well, I usually get up around 5:00 a.m. and work on the computer until 6:00 a.m. 

Woman: Why do you get up so early? 

Man: Well, I have to leave home at twenty to seven (6:40 a.m.) so I can catch a bus at 7:00 o'clock . It takes me about twenty minutes to walk to the bus stop from my house. 

Woman: And what time do you get to work? 

Man: Uh, my bus takes about an hour to get there, but it stops right in front of my office. 

Woman: That's nice. And what time do you get off work? 

Man: Uh, around 5:00 o'clock. Then, we eat dinner around 6:30, and my wife and I read and play with the kids until 8:00 or so.

Aims: 


Student will develop listening skill through fill-in-blanks activities in terms of daily schedule dialogue


Student will encourage writing and speaking skills by writing and presenting own daily schedule/routine with new vocabulary that teacher has taught 


 Student will be able to use new vocabulary when they complete to write their own daily schedule.











Language Skills:


Listening: teacher will play listening dialogue about daily schedule in order to do some activities


Reading: dialogue worksheet


Speaking: SS will have many chance to speak for comparing answers and presenting their own daily schedule/routine


Writing: own daily schedule





Language Systems:


Lexis: pre-teaching about key vocabulary or difficult words


Syntax: make sentences while writing own daily schedule/routine


Function: practice using words about daily schedule 


Discourse: present own daily schedule/routine	








Assumptions:


SS may know about daily schedule expression but not familiar with using that in conversation


SS may already know the teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the course


SS may have their own special daily schedule/routine





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





If SS are not able to catch details from dialogue, teacher can separate the part of listening or play the dialogue one more time





If some SS have a hard time or need more time to write their own daily schedule, let them make only one to three sentences about special things while give them some ideas





If some of SS finish their task earlier than expected, teacher can check answers with comments and let them revise quickly.
