2. Activate schemata 

Is there anyone who likes to go to playground? [Ss answer]
What did you do? [Ss answer] 
3. Elicit 

What did you see in the playground.[Teacher’s drawing  and writing the name of what Ss answer on the board.]

	Materials:  board and markers, water in a container. A sheet of paper printed teacher’s footprint 

	Time

10 mins.

	Set Up

Whole class 

	Procedure: 
1. Present Key Vocabulary. – 

: write on the board / analyze 
[Teacher’s drawing a pillar on the board – it’s adding to the previous drawing. ]

TT: What is this? This is a pillar. 
[Teacher’s writing on the board] 

Repeat after me pillar, pillar pillar.  [Ss are repeating] 
[Teacher’s drawing a puddle on the board]

TT: What is this? This is a puddle.
[Teacher’s writing on the board] 

 Repeat after me puddle, puddle, puddle.  [Ss are repeating] 

[Teacher’s bringing water and splash to Ss.] 
TT: What am I doing? I am splashing in water. 
[Teacher’s writing on the board] 

Repeat after me splashing, splashing, splashing [Ss are repeating] 

[Teacher’s showing her own footprint to Ss.]

TT: What is this? This is a footprint. 
[Teacher’s writing on the board] 

Repeat after me a footprint,  footprint,  footprint  [Ss are repeating] 

[Teacher’s drawing crabs, turtles, fish to Ss]

TT: What is this? This? And this? What do you call those all things? These are see animals. 
[Teacher’s writing on the board] 

see animals, see animals ,see animals [Ss are repeating] 
[Teacher’s putting a marker on the desk.]
TT: Where is the marker? [Ss answer] 

The color pen is ON the desk or

You can say ‘THERE IS a marker ON the desk’ 

[Teacher’s writing on the board] 
Repeat after me. THERE IS a marker ON the desk’ THERE IS a marker ON the desk’ THERE IS a marker ON the desk’ 

2. Present Key Vocabulary

TT: Can you guess what the speakers are going to talk? 
[Ss answers] Yes, things In the playground.

	Materials: board, marker, CD, player, 4 pieces of pictures that describe different scenes, listening script (for a teacher)

	Time

15mins.

	Set Up

Whole Class

	Procedure:
1. Give guiding questions 

TT:  Listen and answer the question I am giving you now. My question is ‘What season would it be? 
Amy, what’s the question? [Amy answers] 
What did she say? [Ss answer] 

[Teacher’s  writing the question on the board] 

-CCQ

What is season? How many seasons do we have? [Ss answers] 
Yes, we have 4 seasons. Please name them all? [Ss answer] 
What are you going to do now? [Ss answer] 

2. Play the text
3. Check Ss answer 

TT: What is your answer? [Ss answer the guiding question] 

Why do you think it would be summer? [Ss answer] 
Yes, it would be summer, because the text said ‘it is a warm day, the children are splashing in water. We can guess it would be summer. 
4. Comprehension question 

-instruction 
TT: Now, we are going to make teams. Each team is going to answer one question each. Each team will have different question. 

You are team A. you’re team B. you’re team C. you’re team D. 
· CCQ

Who is team A? Raise your hands.[Ss do so] Team B! .[Ss do so] Team C! .[Ss do so]  Team D! .[Ss do so]
· Instruction 
Team A, your question is 

‘How many children are playing?’ 
· CCQ
What is your question? [Ss answer] 

Please write the questions on the board. [Ss write it] 
· Instruction 
Team B, your question is 

Are the children both wearing hats?
· CCQ
What is your question? [Ss answer] 
What did he say? [Ss answer] 
Please write the questions on the board. [Ss write it] 

· Instruction 
Team C, your question is 

Are the children wearing shoes? 
· CCQ
What is your question? [Ss answer] 

Please write the questions on the board. [Ss write it] 

· Instruction 
Team D, your question is 

What animals are on the pillar?
· CCQ
What is your question? [Ss answer] 

Please write the questions on the board. [Ss write it] 

· Instruction 
When you listen again, please answer  the questions I gave to each team. 
· CCQ
How many questions does team A have? [Ss answer]
What is your question, Team B? [Ss answer] 
Are you working alone? [Ss answer]
5. Play the text

6. Check the answers 
TT: Once you have the answer, share your answers with other teams. And choose the correct picture. 
What are you going to do? [Ss answer] 
Can you do it by yourself? [Ss answer] 
[teacher ‘s giving 4 picture that are different from each other] [Ss are answering the comprehension question verbally to the others finding the correct picture] 

What is the correct picture? [Ss answer] 

Can you tell me about the picture? [Ss answer] 



	Post-Activity 

	Materials: Board / markers 
10 piece of paper /10 sets of color pens 



	Time

10 mins. 

	Set Up


	Procedure:

1. Free-production 
-Instruction 
TT: Draw picture with the objects we learned today. 
What have you learned? [Ss answer]
Yes, There is, there are, on, puddle, splash, footprint, sea animals. You can also use any other vocabulary you found in the text like playground. 
[Teacher’s giving blank paper to each S] 
While you are drawing, make this secret. Do not show this to your partner. 
· CCQ 

Can you show your picture to others? [Ss answer]

What should your picture include? [Ss answer] 
All right! 

Instruction 
Now you can start to make a picture. 

[Ss are drawing] 
[When Ss finish their drawing] 
Now we are going to work with pairs. You two, you two… 

 Describe your picture to your partner and the listener will draw what the speaker’s saying on the back side of your paper. [Teacher’s explaining with gesture-flipping over the paper ] 
· CCQ 
What are you going to do? [Ss answer]
Are you working alone? [Ss answer] 

Instruction
Now start to describe what you drew.
[Ss are describing their pictures to their partner.] 
TT: Compare what you drew with the speaker’s picture. 
Do the two pictures look similar? [Ss answer] 
2. Error Correction 

[Teacher’s picking one pair to describe their pictures]

Would you speak to describe your picture?

[S speaks]  
[If S made some errors] 

Anyone wants to try to correct a little mistake? [Ss answer] 

3. Assign homework 

In your home, please make 3 sentences using vocabulary we learned today [teacher’ s pointing the vocabularies on the board] 

[Ss are doing homework] 



Script (for teachers) 
People are at a playground. There are slides and places for children to climb. The playground is very colorful. There is a pillar with different kinds of sea animals on it. Two young children are playing in a puddle. 
One little boy wears a hat. The other does not. Their shoes are off. A woman is watching them play. Another young child is standing beside a stroller. It is a warm day. There are many trees and plants

In the top center of the picture, there is a tall building. A mother has brought her two young children to the playground. It is a warm day. Her children are splashing in water to cool off.

Aims:





To develop listening skill by answering guiding and comprehension questions. 


To enhance speaking skill by answering the guiding and comprehension questions verbally. 


To develop communication skill by sharing each team’s answer to other Ss and by describing their own pictures to their partners 


To develop writing skill by doing homework. 





Language Skills:





Listening – script read by CD, teacher’s explanation. 


Speaking-answering guiding questions, describing the pictures to the class 





Language Systems:





Phonology: repeating new vocabulary after teacher 


Lexis:  pillar, puddle, splash, footprint, seaanimals, on


Grammar: there is / there are 











Assumptions:





Ss can understand and speak present tense sentences. 


Ss can distinguish single nouns from plural nouns. 


Ss can speak English but not very accurately. 


Ss know basic words – children, center, playground,








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may need more time to finish their drawing. 


If some Ss need more time to draw their pictures. 


Ask more coloring on the paper to the Ss who already finishes drawing.
