Aims:


to develop intensive Listening skill by listening an audio, and teacher’s explanations.


to develop intensive Speaking skill by answering a guiding question to find the main idea and answering of detailed questions,  answering concept questions and the free discourse.





Language Skills:





Listening:  mp3 & the teacher’s explanation about new vocabulary and partner discussion


Speaking: to answer the Top-down questions, the guiding questions, the Detail questions and the free talking.


Reading: the text (It is not important this lesson)


Writing: write the number (It is not important this lesson)





Language Systems:


Lexis: meaning of words (thumb, ladder, giant, block, drinking fountain, drain)


Grammar: S + be- verb + going to~ (= plan)                 


Discourse: answer the Top-down questions, the guiding questions, the Detail questions and the free talking

Assumptions:





1. Ss know what Thumbelina story. 


2. Ss can listen and speak in English but not very accurately.


3. Ss don’t know how to skim and scan, and so Ss need to be directed what and when to skim and scan.


4. Ss know the teacher’s style of teaching.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





If time is running out, shorten the discussion time.


If there is more time than expected, give students more time for the discussion.


If they do not understand to listen, give students more time for the listening each part.
