Aims:


-To learn animal related vocabulary by listening to the teacher’s explain, listening to the CD player.


-To practice listening skill by finding direction, teacher speaking and student physical responding.


-To develop listening attitude by listening CD player and other student’s idea, doing activity.

Language Skills:


-Listening: the CD player


-Speaking: after they acting, and understanding, they order to each other.





Language Systems:


-Phonology: listening the CD player and attending the teacher’s explain.


-Lexis: animal related vocabulary, direction vocabulary.





Assumptions:


-students have experience about errand.


-most students know rabbit, rat, bear, squirrel.


-students can speak English little.


-students know that work ‘next to’, ‘go strait’, ‘turn right/left’. But not exactly.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Students may not to be able to follow the sentences easily.(“go strait. Turn right.”)


>waiting for the students when they correct answer.


>If it takes longer than 1minutes, teacher show modeling.


-Students may confuse direction.(Right/left)


>asking “which one do you usually use to something?”


-Ss may not understand map activity easily.


>demonstration.
