Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-  Ss may not be able to explain new words easily 


     Give chance the other Ss to explain. If most Ss don’t know how to explain it, T will explain.


-  Ss may not be able to pick up details from the Audio-clip


 Give chance to hear the Audio – clip more than once. 


- If the Ss cannot finish the task on time,


                Not finished within the given time, give Ss extra time to do the task.


- If the Ss do their works earlier than planned,


 Let Ss to share their idea to classmate. (not only partner)
