Instruction

T: We will listen to the conversation. There will be two speakers talking. Try to find out what is a relationship between two speakers. And let’s count how many breakfast menus they are talking about. 
T: What are we going to find out? 

(Ss answer “relationship between two speakers and the number of breakfast menu”)

(Play audio)
CCQ

T: Did you find out? What is a relationship between two speakers?

(Ss answer “dad/father and daughter”)

T: How many breakfast menus did they talk about?

(Ss answer “4”)

Instruction

T: Okay. Next I will give you some question about this dialogue. After you receive a worksheet, please read carefully. 

(Hand out worksheets)

T: Listen carefully. You will be answering the questions I just gave you after listening conversation again.

What do we are doing now?

(Ss answer “Read the questions carefully and listen to the conversation”)

T: Was it difficult? Please make groups of 3 to check the answers.
(Arrange groups with 3 members)

T: I will give you 5 minutes to talk about the answer. 

   How many minutes?

S: 5 minutes.

(T monitors discreetly)

(Time warning)

T: You have 1 more minute to talk.

CCQ

Okay. We will check the answers together. 

What is the answer for question 1?

Do you agree with the answer?

(Same for questions 2 to 5)

(If there are any wrong answers from Ss correct and give a brief explanation)

	Procedure:

T: How do you think about this conversation? Is a daughter acting too mean to her father?

Instruction

T: As we are learning about breakfast today, I would like you to explain about your breakfast to your classmate. 

Demonstration
T: Today I woke up at 7o’clock in the morning. I took a shower first, and my mom prepared a breakfast for me. I usually eat rice with soup, but today I got up late, so I ate cereal with milk because it was faster to eat.

T: With your partner, please tell what you ate this morning. If you didn’t have a breakfast this morning, you can talk about some day when you ate breakfast. You have 5 minutes to talk.

T: Are you working alone?

Aims:


To learn real-life expressions by listening a dialogue about breakfast


To be familiar with vocabularies by listening a dialogue and answering questions (Pre-activity worksheet, comprehension question worksheet)


To improve short conversation skill by doing oral activities





Language Skills:


Listening: Listening to the conversation from the prepared audio


Speaking: Speaking with each other about breakfast


Reading: Multiple choice questions about breakfast from the dialogue


Writing: Filling out the worksheet








Language Systems:


Phonology: Listening and speaking real-life expressions and vocabularies


Lexis: Ss will expose to some daily use vocabularies


Function: Practice usage of expressions by short conversation








Assumptions:





Ss know what breakfast is


Ss have some knowledge about breakfast (what usually eat for breakfast or who cooks breakfast at home, etc)


Ss know the teacher’s style of teaching and the atmosphere of classroom


Ss can speak and write English but not very accurate.


Ss do not know many daily use vocabularies.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may have different level of listening


T needs to check and needs to balance Ss understanding


Some S may need extra time to finish work sheet exercise


T may give enough time to finish their work


 If Ss finish their oral activity early


Give S extra conversation topic to talk about. 


(Tell your partners about how to cook your breakfast menu as much as you know)


If there is a S who never eat breakfast, let S to talk about their lunch or dinner
