Yes, there are many relationships in the family. 

Do you have many family members? 

(Ss have various answers)

What relationships do you have in your family?

(Ss have various answers)

 Today, you will hear a family having a conversation.

        (If I do not get the expected answer from Ss, I’d say,) 
         It is a modal of advice.
         Instead of “should,” we can use had better, but it
         has stronger meaning.
         In the sentence, we can say, “You’d better see a

         doctor before your condition take a turn for the

         worse.” (write the sentence on the board, but do not 

          say it out loud yet)

          In writing, we can change “had better” to

          “-‘d better.”
          Now, let’s read the sentence together.

          (Ss read)

          “You’d better see a doctor before your condition  

           take a turn for the worse.”
   2) fail
        Please repeat after me. fail! (Ss repeat) 

        fail! (Ss repeat)

        Do you know the part of the speech for “fail?”          

        (Ss answer)

        (If I get the correct answer from Ss, I’d say,) 

        Yes, it is a verb.

        (If I do not get the expected answer from Ss, I’d say,) 

         It is a verb. 
         And it means “to not pass.”
         In the sentence, we can say, “You will fail the test 

         if you don’t sit down and study.” (write the sentence

         on the board, but do not say it out loud yet)

         Now, let’s read the sentence together.

         (Ss read)

         “You will fail the test if you don’t sit down and study.”
   3) wreck
        Please repeat after me. wreck! (Ss repeat) 

        wreck! (Ss repeat)

        Do you know the part of the speech for “wreck?”
        (Ss answer)
        (If I get the correct answer from SS, I’d say,)

        Yes, it’s a verb, but also a noun!

        (If I don’t get the expected answer from Ss, I’d say,)

         It’s a verb, but it is also a noun!

         And it means, “crash or destroy.”
         In the sentence, we can say, “You’re going to wreck          

         your parents’ car if you keep driving like this.” (write

         the sentence on the board, but do not say it out loud 

         yet)

         Now, let’s read the sentence together.

         (Ss read)

          “You’re going to wreck your parents’ car if you keep 

           driving like this.”
   4) post
        Please repeat after me. post! (Ss repeat) 

        post! (Ss repeat)

        Do you know the part of the speech for “post?”
        (Ss answer)

        (If I get the correct answer from SS, I’d say,)

        Yes, it’s a verb.

        (If I don’t get the expected answer from Ss, I’d say,)

         It’s a verb.

         And it means, “to put up something in writing on a 

         wall or online.”
         In the sentence, we can say, “I posted a funny 

         message on her Facebook page this morning.”          

         (write the sentence on the board, but do not say it 

          out loud yet)

         Now, let’s read the sentence together.

         (Ss read)

          “I posted a funny message on her Facebook page

           this morning.”          

          Let’s go over the vocabularies one more time.

          Please repeat after me, “had better” (Ss repeat),

          “fail” (Ss repeat), “wreck” (Ss repeat), 

          “post” (Ss repeat)

This time we will listen to the conversation after you get this ‘Listening Exercise Questions’ sheet. 

(Hand out the ‘Listening Exercise Questions’)

(Ss got the hand-out)

Ok, everybody has the question paper?

(Ss answer)

ICQ

Good, how many questions are there?

(Ss answer)

Right, there are five questions.

Now, let’s read the questions together.

Number one, (Ss read together) where does this conversation take place?
Number two, (Ss read together) what might have happened to the family car?

Number three, (Ss read together) the father’s computer is currently _____ .

Number four, (Ss read together) the man’s daughter might have been dating a man who was ______ .

Number five, (Ss read together) from the conversation, the father’s best course of action in the next 20 minutes to _____ .

Now, while listen to the father and daughter’s conversation, think about these 5 questions we just read.
If you can, you may answer them while you listen to the audio, or you can feel free to do it after the listening too.

(Ss listen to the audio)
You can have some time to check your answers.

(one minute later),

Let’s have a partner, the person next to your right and share your answers. 

(Ss talk and share answers) 

Ok, let’s check the answers together as a class.

Number 1 is B. Number 2 is A. Number 3 is C. Number 4 is B.

Number 5 is C.

Aims:


- To develop listening skill by answering a guiding question to find the main idea and answering follow-up listening questions to understand the details.


- To learn about problems a parent and a child can discuss by listening to the conversation and put them in the situation (role-play).


- To learn listening related vocabulary by going over key vocabularies before listening.











Language Skills:


Speaking:  - Ss will repeat the key 


                   - Ss will discuss the answers for the listening exercise and post-activity (topic) with


                     their partners.


Reading:  - Ss will read the example sentences for the key vocabularies on the board.


Listening:  - Ss will listen to the conversation between the father and the daughter. 


Writing: - Ss will write down their answers (opinions) for the post-activity.





Language Systems:


*Phonology: the sound of Lexis    *Lexis: key vocabularies- “had to”, “fail”, “wreck”, and “post”


*Function: Imagining being a parent


*Discourse: Conversation between the family (a parent and daughter)








Assumptions:


- Ss have been in situation discussing their problems or confessing their situation/ problems with their parents.


- Ss know how relationship is between a parent and the child.


- Ss know my style of teaching ~ apart from a substitute teacher.


- Ss can speak, listen, read and write in English but not very accurately.


- (MAYBE?) Ss don’t know how to take a note for the listening, so Ss need to be directed which part to listen to answer the questions.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Ss may have a slight different level in listening.


      ( I will play an audio file more than one time and more if necessary.


- Ss may have difficulty with vocabularies in listening.


      ( I will go over the key vocabularies, but I will answer questions of other vocabularies if Ss don’t seem to understand.


- Ss may need more time in post-activity.


      ( Since post-activity is the last activity in the class. I will make sure I go over the vocabularies part without any time-wasting. And I will try to make use of time during TTT. And I will make sure to pay attention whether Ss follow-up finish listening questions earlier than I expected. Then I will be able to put more minutes under the post-activity.
