	Procedure:

I. Key Vocabulary

(Show a picture of a dealership)
Where is this place? What do you call the people who work here? 

(Ss elicit the word. Show the word.)
[Think about the word “membership” A dealer refers to a one person like member, and dealership refers to a whole company like membership refers to a whole member.]
Repeat after me.

“dealership”
What can you buy in the dealership?

What kinds of dealership do you know?

(Show a picture of a contract)

What is this? What is he doing? What do you call this paper?

(Ss elicit the word. Show the word.)

Repeat after me.

“contract”
Is it a noun?

When do we sign a contract?

(Show a picture of arresting)

What do you see? What is the policeman doing?

(Ss elicit the word. Show the word)

Repeat after me.

“Arrest”
Is it a noun?

Who arrest the criminals?

Can you arrest a baby?

What is the opposite word for arrest?

(Ss elicit the word. Show the word)

Repeat after me.

“Release”
Is it a verb?

(Show a picture of a gorilla)
Is he released? What happens if you release him?

What do you think is the story about?

	Procedure:

I. Guiding Question
(Show the question on the screen)

A man buys a bargain car and ends up in the police cell. Why do you think it happens?

Instruction

Let’s read the question together. Think about the answer as you read the text. I will give you 2 minutes to read. Work individually.

CCQ

Are you working alone?

What do you need to?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the text and run the task)

Do you need more time?

Yes: give 30 seconds extra reading time

No: have Ss share their ideas in groups
Instruction

I want you to divide the groups into 3. You are going to talk about the question with your group and write the answer. You have 2 minutes.

CCQ

What are you going to do?

Are you working with your group?

What do you think about this question?

(Have all three groups answer)

II. Task
Instructions

Now, I’m going to hand out some questions. Read the text one more time and try to answer the questions. Work individually. You have 3 minutes.

CCQ

Are you working together?

What are you supposed to do?

(Hand out the worksheet)

Now, let’s check our answers together.

I. Free production

Instruction

CCQ

Are we working alone?

How many sentences are you going to write?

(walk around and help students)

You have one more minute. Try to finish the discussion.

(Share Ss’ opinions.)

(Elicit today’s vocabulary for Ss)
Well done. Did you enjoy? Good. Then that’s it for today. I’ll see you guys tomorrow. Have a nice day!

Aims:


-To learn vocabulary related to theft by listening to teacher’s explanation, answering concept check questions and seeing pictures


-To develop intensive reading skill by reading the text, answering the guiding questions and doing the exercise to understand the details.


-To practice speaking and listening by discussing with group members

















Language Skills:





Reading: reading text “Car Theft”, guiding question, worksheet


Listening: listening to Ts presentation, instruction, classmates’ ideas


Speaking: sharing ideas in a group


Writing: answering quick check questions, taking notes of group discussion





Language Systems:





Lexis: dealership, contract, arrest, release


Phonology: practicing new vocabulary








Assumptions:





Students already know:


the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


all students are single and middle school students


students can speak and write in English but not very accurately


most students have watched news about crimes or legal cases at home





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow the text easily


(Walk around the explain the vocabulary individually while they are reading)


If time is short


(Drop out first checking the answer for guiding question as a group and check the answer together) 


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


(Give them writing task)


Writing task: You are going to be the judge. What decision are you going to make and why?
