Aims:


Ss will learn key vocabularies through teacher’s explanation and CCQ.


Ss will improve scanning skill by answering true/false questions.


Ss will be able to get the main idea by skimming the reading text and answering guiding Questions.


Ss will improve speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group.








Language Skills:


Reading: reading script.


Speaking: Ss will have discussion with group.


Writing: answering worksheet.


Listening: video clip, teacher’s explanation about new vocabularies.





Language Systems:


Lexis: key vocabularies.


Phonology: practicing new vocabularies (listen and repeat)








Assumptions:


Ss are used to working individually and in groups of 3-4.


Ss know how to skim and scan.


Some students know interesting competition or festival.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss might not understand some words


-explain by synonym. Strange=bizarre





Ss might not aware of the competition.


-Explain from the script.
