· since it’s not related to kidult, draw a picture on the board to elicit from S ↔ outer

Guiding Question:

Instruction

You will have 1 minute to read. Skim the text quickly to find the answer. After skimming, you will talk with partner.

(Hand out the text “Who is kidults?”)

CCQ

What do you need to find?

How much time do you have?

Are you working alone?

(After 1 minute)

T: Now you will talk with your partner for 2 minutes. Share your answers.

(Time warning)

T: You have 1 more minute. 

Feedback:

Let’s hear the answers from some groups.

(Ask 2-3 groups)

Do you agree?

2. Scanning Activity

T: Now you may have some information about kidults, right?

Instruction:

You will receive a worksheet. Here are some questions you need to answer. You can answer True, False, or No Information. You will work with group of 5. And you have 4 minutes to do the activity.

(assign groups)

CCQ

What are you going to do now?

Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?

(Time warning)

T: You have 2 more minutes.

Feedback:

Let’s hear answers from each group.

(Get answers from each group)

Do you agree?

Instruction

Materials:

Aims:


To learn about kidult culture by reading the text “Who are kidults?”


To learn key vocabularies by doing pre-activity


To improve skimming and scanning skills by reading the text and doing T/F task








Language Skills:


Reading: reading text and doing worksheet


Writing: answering the questions on the worksheet


Listening: listening other Ss’ ideas, listening to T’s instructions, presentation, demonstration


Speaking: answering questions, sharing stories about childhood with other classmates 








Language Systems:


Phonology: practice key vocabularies 


Lexis: learning vocabularies from pre-activity


Function: practice some expressions by sharing stories about childhood











Assumptions:





Some Ss may have background knowledge about kidult culture 


Most Ss are familiar with skimming and scanning


Ss can speak and write English but not very accurate


Ss are familiar with teacher’s style and atmosphere of the class


Ss know each other well








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss might have different level of English, especially in reading


T needs to check understanding


Give easy examples to understand better


Some Ss may need extra time to finish work sheet exercise


Be flexible with time. T may give enough time to finish their work.


If there is no enough time for Post-Activity, make it as homework.


If there is extra time, T can ask Ss to answer extra questions


Ss can lose their attention


T needs take care about them and keeping eyes on them
