Draw ‘Sphere’ on the board

 Does anyone know what this called? It’s completely round like a ball.

Draw ‘Cone’ on the board

 What about this? How can we say this shape? It’s conical-shape. 

[CCQ]

Is there anything as conical-shaped?

(ice-cream cone, birthday cone)

 *Marzipan

Draw ‘cake with cover’ 
 What is it? This is a paste made of almonds, sugar, and egg. It would be cover and decoration. (write on the board) 

Explain that it’s noun

[CCQ]

Where can you find marzipan in you room?
Can you buy marzipan in pharmacy
 *Snuffle

Gesture Snuffle.

What do we called this?  (write on the board)
[CCQ]
Can you snuffle under the water? If you do, what will happen?
