	Aims:
-Main Aim: To enable  students to improve their listening skills by having students talk about “Blind dates”
-Second Aim: Students will talk about blind dates by having students match idioms, dictation and engaging in a speed dating competition.
-Personal Aim: I want to improve  time management.
                         I want to improve  CCQ.


	Language Skills:
-Reading : Students will read the idioms worksheets.
-Listening: Students will listen to the speakers’ short speeches about themselves, teacher’s guide-line and classmates’ speaking.

-Speaking: Students will talk about what they are looking. 
-Writing    : Students will engage in dictation.


	Language Systems:
-Lexis: idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations(ex.the icing on the cake) 
-Function:  self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner.

-Grammar: None to discuss

-Discourse: informal language used for figurative speaking(idioms)

-Phonology: None to discuss


	Assumptions:
Students already know:
-how the class is set up and run (there will be a pair of each desk)

-the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

-definition for blinding dates

-most students have been on a blind date

-all students are older than age 24


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problems
Solutions

-Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.

-Let them listen to the tracks again until they get the point of the content
-Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.

-Let them listen to the CD in chunks (pause-play-pause-play)
-Students may need more time to work on the idioms.
-Let them cut answer-checking short and share the answers verbally instead of writing them on the board if it takes more than 5 minutes.
-The time might be short.
-Let them cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what is most important in a lifetime partner.
-Students may finish their tasks earlier than expected.
-Let them do SOS activities

“Here are cards with idioms. You can make 18 sentences with 18 idioms each. One set of cards is with numbers and other set of cards is with alphabets. On alphabet set you have idioms. So you are going to match the idioms with parts of sentences. You can discuss with your team members”
