I want to improve my speaking pace.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

-Give 1 or 2mimutes and shorten the presentation time
-Students may have a hard time making a sentence with a specific symptom.
-Let them have a look  symptoms & meaning 
Worksheet  that was given in pre-activity
-The time might be short.
-Shorten presentation time and only 1 or 2 students present
-Students may finish their tasks earlier than expected.
-Let them do SOS activities
