Hello, everyone. How are you?
Contextualization
 Does  anyone like musical movie? If so, what’s your favorite musical movie?
(Try to elicit les miserable and write the name on the board)

Can anyone tell me any of les miserable?

[Let Ss answer]
Right.  This musical is a story depicting life in 19th century France.  What happened then?
[Let Ss answer]
[Show the pictures]
Here are some pictures of life in the 19th century France.

What can you see? How is the life? What might be the problems?
[Let Ss talk]

Good. 
Would you like to see the musical of les miserables? 

OK, let’s watch.

Guided warmer Activity
We’re going to see the last part of les miserables. The actors are singing about the life when tomorrow comes. Try to imagine what will happen tomorrow.
[Write the question on the board]

CCQ
· What should we do when we watch?

(Play video and let students watch.)

	Procedure:
1. Recall
Did you enjoy the musical? What was the question before we watch the video?
[Ss answer: what will happen when tomorrow comes]
Now I want you to find out problems they might have and how the life will be changed tomorrow. Work with a group and write down in a worksheet.  You have 5 minutes and afterwards we’ll discuss together. 
 Demonstration

Let’s look at the first picture and describe their life.  What might be the problem? Are they free? 

[Ss answer: No, they are slaves now.]

 What will happen when tomorrow comes?
[Ss answer: They will be free tomorrow.] 
[Distribute the worksheet]
CCQ

Who are you working with?

What do you discuss?

How much time do you have?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 1 minute left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.

2. Reflect
Good job. Now can you tell me what will happen when tomorrow comes.  

[Let Ss talk]

 (The rules to try to elicit are the following:  
We use the future tense to talk about things that will happen after now.)
What do you see in the form of this sentence?

(Let students tell of each word and write the part of speech/form under the sentence)
(T: What is the subject? What is the verb? What about the verb? What is it before the verb? How about the rest of the sentence?....)
3. Conclude 
Meaning
Great job guys! We have just learned simple future tense.
(Write the simple future tense on the board)

OK. Let’s talk about the meaning of simple future tense.

[Draw a timeline]

For example, I forgot to bring money one hour ago.  Ash lends me the money now.  What do you expect me to do tomorrow? I will pay you back.
CCQ
Do I pay you back now? (X)

Does it already happen? (X)

Is it expected? (O)
In this case, it refers to expectation/ prediction.

Aron : Let’s have a party.

Lana: That’s a great idea. We will invite some of classmates. 
When do they decide to have a party? 
[Ss answer]

CCQ

Have Aron and Lana decided before? (X)

Having a party is a new idea? (O)

 In this case, we use ‘will’ when we decide to do something at the time of speaking. The speaker has not decided before. The party is a new idea. It refers to unplanned situation. 
Form

We can use the simple future tense when we talk about future events. 
(Teacher shows the substitution table to the students on the white board)

OK. To use the future tense, you just add will before the verb. To make a negative future tense sentence, just add will not(or won’t ) before the verb.

Aims:


Students will predict the meaning of the simple future tense by watching and listening to ‘do you hear people sing?’ in Les miserables.


Students will know the form of the simple future tense by teacher’s explanation and substitution table.


Students will practice the future simple tense by answering concept check questions and completing the worksheets.


Students will practice speaking and listening ability by sharing ideas in a group and present each other’s opinion.

Reading: reading worksheets to answer questions


Writing: worksheet answers 


Speaking: discussion in a group activity.


Listening: listening to the music, teacher’s instructions, explanation, and classmates’ ideas

Language Systems:


Phonology : drilling 


Grammar: Use of simple future tense (will+base verb) 


Function: discussion





Assumptions:


Students already have learned the simple past, present tense in a previous class.


Students can speak and write in English, not fluently.


How the class is up and run  (there will be 4 student groups at each table)


All students are 3rd grade in the middle school. (Boys $ girls mixed)


Most students have been interested in musical ‘les miserables’.


Ss can speak and write in English, but not fluently.  


Ss are used to working individually, pairs, and in groups of 3~4








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may have difficulty in understanding the meaning.


Teacher provides more examples.


Teacher gives the students more chances to practice.


If students need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)


Be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated. 


Give students more time on final activity.


Cut post-activity discussion short and give them an assignment.


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


Compare to punishment from other countries and discuss in a group.
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
