	Aims:

- Main Aim: To improve their listening skills by talking about ‘blind date’
- Secondary Aim: Students will talk about blind dates by having students matching idioms, dictation, and doing a speed dating competition.
- Personal Aim: I want to improve my time management.

I want to improve my CCQ, ICQ delivery.

                           I want to be louder.

                I want to be more confident


	Language Skills:

- Reading: Students will read idioms worksheet.
- Listening: Students will listen to speaker’s short speeches about themselves.
- Speaking: Ss will talk about ‘blind date’.

- Writing: Ss will write dictations.


	Language Systems:

- Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and situations

	Assumptions:

Students already know :

· How the class is set up and run.

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· Most students have been on a blind date.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Anticipated Problems

Solutions

Students may not be able to follow the passage easily.

Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content.

Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

Chunk the listening. (pause/ play/ rewind)

Students may need more time to work on the idioms.

If it takes longer than 5 miutes, Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.

If time is short for students.

Cut post activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s most important in a lifetime partner.

Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated. 

Ask as many students as possible about their ideas of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse. 

(If students got married, ask them about their experience of dating such as speed dating, blind dating)

(Read the script clearly 1 through 4 without stopping)

Ok. What kind of information did you get from each speaker? 

Who do you think the first speaker? (same as others)
Just notice the differences

Now, we are going to listen to the human radio. I’m going to be a human radio. When you want to stop the radio, you say “stop” for pausing.

When you want to play the radio, you say “play”. Also when you want to rewind the radio, you say “rewind”.

But to play the human radio, I need one volunteer. 

( pick one student, the students will touch teacher’s arm)

Try to answer the question in your worksheet as much as possible.

You are going to do it individually.

ICQ

-what are you going to do?

-how can you stop the radio?

-how can you play again the radio?

-are you working individually?

Time warning.

Done? Alright, discuss the answer with your group members. After discussion, one of group member tells the speakers profile to classmates. Group 1, tells us first and second speaker’s profile. Group 2, tells us third and forth speaker’s profile. Each group has 2 minutes.

Let’s check the answer all together.

Tell them what information is correct or what information is wrong.
