Greeting: Hello everyone, how are you today?

(Students greet back)
Does anyone here like American female singers?

If so, who do you like?

(Try to elicit Christina Aguilera and write her name on the board)

Can anyone tell me any of Christina Aguilera’s song?

(Listen to students’ responses. Hopefully someone will say ‘Fighter’.  If not, tell them of that song.)

Would you like to listen to the song?

Ok, let’s listen to some part of the song.
Guided Warmer Activity:
When you listen to the song, try to find what the lyric is about. 
CCQ
What should we do when we listen?

(Play a music file and let students listen.)

	Procedure:
1. Recall
Did you enjoy the song? What is the title of the song?
(Students answer)

The song is Christina Aguilera’s ‘Fighter’.

Now I want you to make 5 groups and try to discuss what the lyric is about. I’ll give you 4minutes and afterwards we’ll discuss as whole class.

CCQ
How much time do we have?

What do you discuss?

(Let students discuss and monitor discreetly. After 4 minutes let groups take turns to tell you the lyrics of the song.)

2. Reflect

      Great job guys! Can you tell me how does she change in her song?
      Some possible questions:

      ‘What does she compare with?

      ‘What does she become?’
      ‘After she becomes a fighter, what is different from before?’
3. Conclude
Meaning

We have just learned ‘Comparatives’ from the song.

(Write ‘comparatives’ on the board)

OK. Let’s talk about the meaning of the song again.
(Using the lyrics of the song.)
· Cuz it makes me that much stronger

   : ‘She is stronger than before.’
· Makes me work a little bit harder

: ‘She works harder than before.’
· Makes me that much wiser
: ‘She is wiser than before.’
· Made me learn a little bit faster
: ‘She learns faster than before.’
· Made my skin a little bit thicker
: ‘Her skin is thicker than before.’
· Made me that much smarter
: ‘She is smarter than before.’
Form
The form of comparatives is usually put ‘–(e)r’ after adjective and adverb.
1 Use ‘-er’ to compare one syllable adjectives and adverbs as well as two-syllable adjectives ending in -y.
Example: fast-faster, large-larger
                 happy-happier, easy-easier

                 fat-fatter, big-bigger
2 Use more or less to compare most other adjectives and adverbs.
        Example: beautiful-more beautiful
                helpful-more helpful, practical-less practical

3 Use better and worse for comparisons with good or well & bad.

        Example: good/well-better, bad-worse

Assumptions:


 Students already know:


How the class is set up and run (there will be 3 students in one group, so there will be 5 groups in class)


The teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the lecture


All students are adults and level of students is high-beginning


Students have ability to understand comparatives





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may have a hard time drilling


: Teacher gives the students more chances to practice.





There may not be enough time to complete the lesson


: cut off the time of post activity discussion





Students may need more time to do worksheets


: be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their worksheets
