What they are doing now?  
Ss answer. 
Yes, a young girl looking for something. 
What do you think the man’s job is?

Ss answer. 

Yes.  He is a clerk. 

What kind of things can you see? 
Yes. There are two kinds of wallets and Ties. (not sure about this one)
1. Key Vocabulary. 
Looking for : Looking for something or somebody. 

I am looking for a bag. 
Wallet : what does a wallet look like? 

You can put some money in a wallet. 

Leather: animal skin. Wallet, bag or shoes made with  leather.  

Price Tag: when you buy a clothes, You want to see the amount ,  what do you check?
Expensive: If something is expensive it costs a lot of money. A car is expensive. A smart phone is expensive. 

Take: choose one out of many.

Ss Answer.

2. How much is the black wallet?

Ss answer. 

Yes, its $40.95

3. Why doesn’t the girl like the brown wallet?

Ss answer. 

Yes. The brown wallet doesn’t have a place to put a picture.  

4. About how much does the girl have to spend?

Ss answer. 

Yes. The Man said, how about $5.00. So the girl said, I will take it. So She spends $5.00. 
5. What does the girl decide to buy?
Yes.  She buys the tie.
