CCQ

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the main idea.

Instructions
Let’s listen to the conversation. Please do not use your pen. Find out names for the speakers. What they are talking about and what kind of apartment she or he is looking for?
CCQ
Can you take notes?

What do you think about?

Play the CD
Ask if the Ss want to listen again.

If necessary play the CD again.

What are the speakers’ names?

What do you think the speakers talking about?

What kind of apartment she or he is looking for?

2. Listening for details.
Instructions
Now we will listen to the conversation again. This time I will stop between a set of dialogue. Please fill in the blanks as you listen. You will work individually.

CCQ

Do you work with a partner?

What do you have to do?

Hand out the worksheet.

Play the first set of dialogue.
Allow SS to answer the questions.

Ask if SS need to listen it again.

If necessary play it again.

Follow the same cycle until finish the whole dialogue.

Check the answer with Ss and ask Ss to write the answer on the board.

Listen to the CD one more time.
Recheck the answer and ask student to read aloud.

Aims:

Language Skills:

Listening: the speakers’ conversation about renting an apartment

Language Systems:


Lexis: vocabularies used in an apartment features list


Function: Completing an apartment feature list activity sheet rental advertisement








Assumptions:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to understand the vocabulary.

Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening.


	Chuck the listening.


Students may need more time to finish the activity.
