	Aims:

- Main aim: To enable students to improve their skills by having students talk about, “Blind dates”.

- Secondary aim: Students will talk about blind dates by having students match idioms, dictation, and engaging in a speed dating competition.

- Personal aim: I want to improve my time management.


	Language Skills:

- Reading: Students will read on idioms worksheet.

- Listening: Students will listen to the speaker’s short speeches.

- Speaking: Students will talk about what they’re looking for.

- Writing: Students will engage in dictation.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations. (eg. Apples of one’s eyes)

- Function: Self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner.

- Grammar: None to discuss

- Phonology: None to discuss

-Discourse: informal language used for figurative speaking idioms.



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- all students are single and college graduates (Age 23 and up)

- most students have been on a blind date



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

-Students may not be able to follow the passage easily

- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

- Students may need more time to work on the idioms

-If time is short

-If students finish their tasks earlier than I anticipated
-Follow the task-feedback circle: let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content
-Chunk the listening
-If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.
-Cut the post-activity short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions about what’s the most important in a lifetime partner.

-Ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and in a spouse.

	Eliciting

-Show a picture to the class 

-Ask what do you see in this picture? and guess what it is.

-The picture is described two people whose head in bags.

-Elicit ‘a blind date; today’s topic’
Ask this question about a blind date to 2-3 people; “Have you ever been on a blind date?”

Grouping technique
-Write down the words “Blind Date” on the board.

-Make a student read “blind” and next student reads “date”. So make students 2 teams. A team named blind, please seat here and a team named date please seat there.

-After all students seat, split them into 5 groups; each group have 3 members.
Instruction
-Have Ss match the sentences.
I’m going to give you guys 10 minutes. In 10 minutes, I’m going to have you guys work in your groups to match the sentence with an idiom. 

Time management
-And begin!

-5 minutes left.

-1 minute left.

-30 seconds.

-10 seconds.

-And time’s up!
Who in your group has the longest hair? If you have the longest hair, you will be the note-taker. I will give each group 2 minutes. 

Time’s up!
In your group, who has the shortest hair? Who has the tallest? If you are the tallest in your group, please go ahead and come up the board. Ok. Who are the winners? Ok. Let’s give them a big hand.

Excellent job guys. Go ahead and stay with your groups. Let’s go ahead and take a look. (give Ss worksheets) the speaker shit here.
Now, I’m going to introduce you this gentleman right here.

This is David. What is your first impression of David?

Now I’m going to read you his profile. And when I read you his profile, I want everyone to work individually. The profile is less 3 minutes. And I want you to engage in dictation.

Ⅰ. First listening
(Reading the script about David)
Hi, my name is David. I’m 28 years old, Caucasian, living in Denver, Colorado. ………I am now ready to make a lifetime commitment, so I hope to meet my soul mate and tie the knot as soon as possible.

Ⅱ. Second listening : Human radio

Class captain, Please join me in front of us. Now, we are going to have second listening. In the second listening, Cherry is going to transfer herself into the human radio. And the captain is going to control the radio. It means that you’ll have control. But we will have only 4 minutes. As I’m reading, you can say to the captain “stop”. Then the captain has to hit my shoulder to stop. Or you can also say “go back”, you have to press rewind and play. Work again individually.


Ⅲ. Third listening

Instructions
Now, we are going to have a third listening. Only in this listening, we are going to have Justin read the first 3 sentences and then, after the 3 sentences, he’s going to help Mary see what he left off. Mary will read next 3 sentences. And then, help Marcelo, 3 sentences, 3 sentences, go and pass back. 3 sentences, 3 sentences, you are only reading until you finish complete. The rest of the class will be doing dictation one more time.

And begin!

Ok. Good job guys.
