	Assumptions:

- Students already know how the class is set up and run. 

- Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
- Students have experience in falling in love.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

-There may not be enough time to complete the lesson.
-Students may find some unfamiliar vocabulary words.
-If students need more time to finish their activity,
- Assign the post activity writing task as a homework assignment. 
-Ask students to circle those words and their group members can figure them out from context or use their dictionary.
-Be flexible with the time as giving student more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.
