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 Generally speaking, the passion of Korean parents about their kid’s Education is extremely high. By that, the private education expenses are very high. Nowadays especially “English” is the biggest subject part of it. It reflects how important Koreans think “English” is. In my generation, reading with many vocabularies and grammars for the written exam was important, but now speaking with the person who speaks English in English is the most important part for English ability. That’s why many little kids start to learn English from their very young ages. Their parents want to make them the atmosphere they can speak English freely as much as they can with playing. I believe learning and studying must have no compulsory pressure. Particularly the language subject, we need to be careful more. Because the students feel the pressure, they might say nothing and it comes out failure of education. 

 “English Only” Policy is the basic rule for good English Learning environment to learn English. It is also the basic rule of Direct Method for using English without translation of native language. To apply this “English Only” Policy, I have an another basic rule.(Actually it is also my teaching basic rule applying all parts). That’s “No compulsory, No pressure”. I don’t want students feel the pressure. I won’t give them negative punishment. If they feel the pressure, they might give up the learning. If the student doesn’t keep the rule “English Only” and speak Korean, I’ll give him/her the yellow paper and ask the student what he/she wanted to say, then I’ll give him/her feedback and let him/her write down what he/she learned on the yellow paper. I just don’t want to keep saying “Don’t speak Korean”. If they have something to say in English but don’t know how to say, I’d like to let you know how to express in English. The student have a problem when he/she speak in English, I’m responsible to solve the problem. I think it is the advantage of Korean English teacher, comparing to foreign teacher. Korean teacher can understand all their saying. But I know it’s not always good. Cuz the students could rely on Korean teacher for a kinda of translation. However, sometimes it needs to save the time what they want to learn.
 What if the students are frequently late and absences? In my experience, my past teachers didn’t care pretty much about that. There were 50-60 students in a class(Because I’m in Babayboom generation:)), the teacher was just ticked on the present board, and gave them a little punishment according to teacher’s needs (eg, Toilet cleaning, window cleaning, classroom cleaning after class). If I’m a teacher, I don’t want it to be negative. I just want to do nothing with it. Cuz it’s their will. If the students are late, it’s their loss. They miss their learning time. Every Single Learning time is like money. I think they know they are losing and wasting their money and time. Even they know it, and they are late, it is their choice. I will just have a good time with present students and make the lesson time with me fun and good so that students think it was too good to miss. Then what will happen? They will be present if I make the lesson perfect. That’s the only best way I can do for that.
 For any assignment or homework, the students need many examples as many as the teacher can. Because they have to do on their own without any help. It there is no enough explanation or demonstration, the students will give up. If they are hesitating to ask, let them ask freely and give them kind hints. The most important thing is feedback after the presentation. The student prepared very hard but it might be not good, but I will give him/her many complimentary to encourage him/her. If I give him/her many corrections and point his/her many mistakes, I might discourage him/her to learn. I’m very afraid of that. In my learning experiences, positive complimentary is much better than negative correction. It always makes me feel confident and make me think “I want to be more than now so that I can get more complimentary”. That’s why I was good at math. One of my private institution teacher, he sometimes gave students a difficult math problem, and left it optional homework. If the student solve it, he give the student a good pen with big complimentary. Most students didn’t do that “optional” homework, but I think I enjoyed it. 
If somebody ask me what the most important thing for learning English, I would like to say it’s “courage not to be shy”. The teacher’s duty is just it. If I become a teacher, I want to be a teacher who keep encouraging the students and make a good lesson with fun without any pressure so that the students can enjoy their learning themselves.
